REVERENCE.

Reverence is in one sense the feeling
of admiration mixed with awe with
which we regard what we recognize to
be superior to ourselves; in  another)
sense it is the act by which we express
that  feeling. There are similarly two
things which may stir anger gand con-
tempt in connection with reverence. The
first of these is a feeling of reverence
stirred by an improper and unworthy
object, the second a ridiculous or gro-
tesque expression of a° proper feeling
worthily inspired. . There are some peo-
ple in the world '‘who maintain that
either to feel or express reverence is a
derogation of themselves, and an un-
worthy weakness. These are people who
recognize noihing as greater, nobler or
purer than themselves. They view the
universe in themselves as in a mirror,
and it does them infinite credit that they
see nothing but what is contemptible
and unworthy of * admiration therein.
They may think to exalt themselves,
but they only make a naked show of
their own littleness. The greatest minds
are ever the most reverent, though some
of them have erred by appearing to de-
spise forms of expression inadequate to
themselves, though suitable to others.
The Diety “in whom we live and 'move
and have our being” is the prime ob-
ject of reverence. ' This is the “fear” of
the older religious writers. But rever-
ence, though primarily due to the Diety,
is not restricted to the 'worship of God.
A starry night'is a great inculcator of
Teverence, nor does a man require a
telescope to teach him the greatness of
the physical universe and his own ex-
ceeding littleness. A man does not be-
come less reverent with inerease of
knowledge. The whole field of science is
an, education in reverence which is full
sigter ‘to humility. ‘We touch a nicey
point when we say that man should rev-
erence the institutions of society. The
institutions of society dominate the in-
dividual and exercise over him a coer-
cive and restrictive authority. They
are greater than he is and stronger, Not
only so, but they mark the evolution of
the relations of mankind through the
operation of a perfect moral law, as yet
imperfectly expressed. ' Thus the execu-
tive power of governments, legislative
assemblies, courts of law- and justice,
and many other social institutions which
do not exercise so mandatory a power,
are proper objects of reverence. But a
distinction may be drawn between the
position of men who hold high office as
men, and their position as representa-

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THE BUSINESS SITUATION.

For several weeks we have ‘been pay-
ing more than usual attention to the
opinions of Mr. Henry Clews, as pub-
lished weekly. . We have a very well
detined opinion of where high prices
maintained by borrowed mouey, an out-
‘flow of gold, a checked de;na_nd for com-
modities due to an excessively high cost
of production, is going to land the Unit-
ed ‘States of America.’ That opinion is
neither optimistic nor popular. But the
world is_fairly old. and ‘economic cause
and effect have not ceased to operate
that we know of, since the birth of Mr,
J.'Pierpont Morgan. We are not taking4
our opinions from . Mr." Clews. Far
from it. But h's cirenlar has at the pres-
ent time a deadly fascination for us. We
are looking for facts in it to fit in with
a preconceived theory. Are they there?
He begins by stating that “Stock mar-
ket prospects are much confused by
~conflicting conditions. The stronger un-
dertone imparted by the satisfactory
crop outlook.. and- the concentration of
stocks. has been somewhat ‘modified by
gold exports_and public. erifieism of the
new Rock Island plans of eapitaliza-
tion.” Quite so. We only hope the
strong undertone is not ‘so far under
that it _will never come to the surface.
-What Rock Island plans of capitaliza-
tion are we do not know, but if they
are any worse than those alread_y in
vogue, public crit’cism is not surpmsipg.
Further on Mr. Clews says: “One im-
portant feature must be kept in mind:
prices are exceedingly high and many
stocks are selling far beyond what cur-
rent dividends justify. At their pres-
ent level there are few buyers.” He
goes on to describe how stocks are con-
centrated in the hands of a few big men
whose purpose is to create a bull mar-
ket. In other words, they are maintain-
ing the present inflated prices in- the
hope that the public will come in. Bnt
the public is not coming in, and Mr.
Clews mnaively ascribes this to. the fact
that“Despite_clever manipulation, it is
much more difficult to deceive the pub-
lic now than it was ten or twenty years
agzo.”” How is this artificial level of
prices being kept up in the absence of
investment demand? By means ,c,)f bor-
‘rowed + money. “Unfortunately,” says
Mr. Clews, “our banks have not been
able to build up the reserves as usual,
and we are close upon the seasonable
crop and trade demands, which must be
accommodated. . . . Vge continue
largely indebted to Europe.” He con-
cludes by remarking: ‘Distribution ot
commodities is often checked by high
prices and buyers hold off jia anticipa-
tion of recessions in value.” If these
statements do not point to a highly ex-
plosive financial position, language has
altogether lost its meaning. -Observe,
we do not for a moment question the
wealth of the United States, its solidity
and recuperative powers. But_as some
fevers waste the tissué of full-blooded
men more suddenly and more violently
than they do -that of leaner people, so
certain - forms? of comercial disorder
ravage nations in the prime of their
vigor with corresponding severity.

Indeed the city in gen-
eral has something of the character of
the Dominion capital, and it has the ad-
vantage of overlooking the sea, with a
magnificent- panorama of mountains in
the distance. . Among the. deputations
which ‘presented addresses: is one from
the “American Bfitish’ leagiie of the
American town: of Seattle, who declare
that though American citizens the sons
of Britons never lose their pride of an-
cestry, nor fail to transmit to their
children their affection for the Mother
Couutry, her ‘glorious traditions and her
many virtues.

Desses first drive to Esquimalt to lunch

The great ceremony
which took place yesterday in Westmin-
ster Abbey cannot fail to appeal to all
who are capable of understanding its
‘meaning and the mutual relations of
.King and People as an adequate
expression of the reverence which the
sacred office of a crowned king inspires
in us.

The following calculation of the ad-
vantage which good roads possess over
bad roads is exceedingly interesting, par-
ticularly when we cossider the millions
of money that must have been lost on
Government street up to the present
year:

The cost of moving one ton by horse
power over one mile of dry, sandy road
is 64 cents; over wet sand 32 cents; over
ruds and mud, 39 cents; over broken
stone and ruts, 26 cents; over an earth
road that is dry and hard, 18 cents; over
a broken stone road in" geod. condition,
8 cents; over a compact gravel road;
8.8 cents; aver a stone paving, 5.33
cents; over asphalt, 2.7 cents. The en-
gineer argnes that if wagon transporta-
tion at a cost of § cents per mile a ton
could be general, many millions of dol-
lars would be saved and millions of tons
of merchandise which cannot now be
handled at a profit would be available in
the markets.
