The property is well equipped 
with plant, and development work can 
be prosecuted without much further out­
lay, in respect to machinery.

THlE NEW ST. ELMO.
The New St. Elmo is controlled by 

New York people who have the funds to 
carry on the work of opening up the ore 
bodies known to exist in the mine. 
Their suspension of operations last year 
was probably due to a desire to await 
the results of the efforts to secure more 
favorable freight and treatment rates, 
and the successful solution of the prob­
lem of concentrating Rossland ores. 
Both questions are disposed of satisfac­
torily, and it seems likely that the con­
cern will resume operations here as soon 
as the weather conditions are propitious. 
Something over a year ago a New York 
engineer examined the New St. Elmo 
for his principals, and his report is said 
to have been quite optimistic. The de­
velopment workings have not as yet got 
-beneath the principal showing at the 
top of the claim, but when this point is 
reached the company will have the ad­
vantage of almost 500 feet of backs.

THE SOUTH BELT.
A resumption of activity at the Robert 

E. Lee, Gopher and Sunset No. 2 de­
pends in large measure upon the results 
secured at the Homestake. The Lee is 
in shape to commence operations at short 
notice, although the plant at the mine is 
more or less dismantled as the outcome 
o£ vandalism. The Gopher is involved 
in litigation, but this will doubtless be 
straightened out prior to the passing of 
tile snow.

Washington, Feb. 2.—The House to­
day passed about fortyi bills under 
pension of the rules. The most import­
ant of them was a bill to authorize a 
reduction of the Alaska fur seals, and 
to give the Secretary of the Treasury 
authority, if a modus vivendi is not con­
cluded prior to the opening of the pelag­
ic sealing season this year, to extermin 
ate the seal herd on the Pribyloff isl­
ands except 1,000,000 females and 1,000 
males.

When the matter came up, Mr. Mc­
Clellan (New York) opposed the pass­
age of the bill.

•Mr. Tawney (Minnesota), who made 
the motion to pass it under suspension, 
claimed that pelagic sealing was rapid­
ly extinguishing the seal herds. In a 
single year, he said, 30,000 seal pups 
had died on the islands from starvation, 
due to the killing of their mothers at 
sea. Unless summary measures were 
adopted, the seal herds would be ex­
tinguished. He said the alternative of 
ordering the extinction of the herd1 in 
the event of the failure to negotiate a 
modus vivendi wes a remote contin­
gency.

Mr. McClellan called attention to the 
fact that the minority report on the 
pending bill had been signed by the 
late representative Russell (Connecticut), 
Mr. Gillette ^-Massachusetts) and him­
self. There was no objection, he said, 
to the first four sections of the bill, 
which proposed negotiations for the 
preservation of the seal herds m Alas­
kan waters. He quoted Prof. David 
Starr Jordan, Senator Morgan and Sec­
retary Shaw as against the bill; but "t 
was passed by 73 to 23.

The following letter, the fourth ot the 
series which was written in 1886, by 
tien. Dr. Helmcken on Island develop- 
ment, is a reply to those who at times 
indulged m pessimistic utterances re­
specting the Island and its future;

Victoria, Sept. 28, 18816.
. T° lr the Editor,—Pessimists growl 

that Vancouver Island is poor and can­
not afford to bear the expense of build- 
ms a,rallway to the northern end. 
lüey do not make a distinction between 
toe country and the inhabitants' thereof. 
The country is rich. Forty years ago 
h?rt,Rupm (at the north end of the 
Island) exported cargoes of coal to San 
Francisco. It wee then rich in coal 
and people; now only rich in coal and 
other of nature’s treasures. Forty years 
ago—aye, thousands of years ago it 
you please—Nanaimo was rich, but ap­
parently to the eye berren, poor and un­
populated. To-day it looks rich and 
prosperous, although indeed it is poorer 
than forty years ago—poorer by the 
amount of coal stolen from the mines 
and sent up the chimneys of receivers. 
The coal did not dislocate itself—but a 
number of people arrived who removed 
nature’s stores, opened her bowels, and 
by so doing enriched themselves. The 
inhabitants became and are prospérons. 
The earth was compelled to give up her 
riches, and the industrious people put 
them into their pockets. A country 
may be rich, but without people to ap­
propriate the riches it remains stagnant.

There is a large portion of the Island 
looking as barren and poor as Nanflimo, 
and even Victoria District. 6id forty 
years ago. This large portion retains 
its riches undisturbed. Why? Because 
there are no suitable people on the 
•round to make her yield, them. It is, 
dormant, not poor. Foi- instance, plough' 
this now poor-looking land, end each 
acre will deliver annually thirty 
d0:>rs in the shape of agricultural and- 
horticuli."'ral. products—in this case the 
prosperity win n°t be derived from coal. 
'It is only a difference between educte 
and products. Muscle, brain a?*! caP?* 
tal «re required for each—but the ag7te' 
culturalist's muscle, brain, industry and 
the. judicious use thereof are his capital. 
It is his own; he does not borrow it, 
excepting from' his food. Say one 
farmer cultivates 20 acres of land—the 
product thereof will be $600 worth per 
annum. One thousand farmers will 
therefore cause the earth to produce 
$600,000 annually from 20,000 acres of 
land. One hundred thousand acres 
would therefore produce $3,000,000 per 
annum. There are at least 1,000,000 
acres of such land on this Island, and 
four millions more for similar or other 
purposes. Yet ignorant pessimists say 
the Island is poor! Ridiculous non­
sense! What is wanted has been clearly 
shown to be people—these being what 
the country is poor in.

Of course, the farmers would 
, sume say 20 per cent, of the produce of 

toe the land at first; but in 10 years 1,000 
farmers would certainly have $500,000 
per annum to sell or exchange for other 
needed articles. Remember, this produce 
would be new and created wealth—an 
annual birth! Cannot merchants, manu­
facturers, artizans, mechanics, railways, 
steamboats and so forth see and foresee 
the grand effect upon them aud the 
whole country of this new vivifying in­
fluence and power? Let it be asked 
whether, instead of lazily moaning and 
muttering, “Times ere bad,” it would 

lat>r not be better if they exerted themselves 
a little to help to better things, i. e„ by 
getting people into the country, which 
means to say, using their influence to 
get a railway through the country to the 
North to carry them in. The whole 
country would be made to prosper, and 
'Nanaimo be twice as large and more 
than twice as prosperous as now. What 
is the difference between British Colum­
bia now and forty years ago? Simply 
the settling of people to live or enrich 
themselves by appropriating nature’s 
treasures, or upon those who procure 
them. What else brought us all here? 
Those who have settled on land have 
become well-to-do; add more, and they 
will also prosper themselves and assist 
others to do so.

Having done with “poor," building 
must now be dealt with. Pessimist is 
wrong. The scheme never proposed that 
the country should build a railway, but 
that a company should do so-with their 
own money, and when built that it 
should be the property of the compan/. 
-What the province has to do is to pro­
vide, say, $40,000 per annum for the 
purpose of guaranteeing 2 per cent, per 
annum, or, say, $1,500,000, this being 
the portion the province has to bear. 
Pessimists ask, “Where’s the money to 
come from? (Look! The Island pos­
sesses 5,000,000 stagnant acres. Those 
5,000,000 acres are worth money if a 
railway passes through them, but are 
worth nothing to the province without 
a railway
company the money’s worth in land- 
say somewhere about a million acres of 
land in one block, square or oblong. 
This would gt once relieve the province 
from the payment of any interest in 
money. (Of this, more by and bye). 
So, pessimist, you may now be able to 
see that the country is rich, and not 
poor, and that she can afford her share 
of the sum necessary to guarantee the 
interest on the bonds. By giving land 
the province will get a railway and in­
habitants on the land at one stroke—for 
it is population and production that the 
railway, as well as the province, re­
quires. The land will be well invested.

Having shown that the country is not 
poor, and that it is not called upon to 
build a railway, but only asked to pay 
$40,000 per annum—which the country, 
as also the inhabitants—can easily afford 
to do—it must now be remembered that 
the scheme takes it as incontrovertible 
that the railway will be sustained not 
only by local traffic, but also nourished 
by a new trade, carrying American 
goods in bond to Alaska, and passen­
gers; also by an increased business 
with the northwest coast and Queen 
Charlotte Islands. The railway will he 
beneficial to all thesè end to the prov­
ince, and therefore to Canada. The 
only way to get settlers—the wealth- 
producers and business-creators—on the 
land and gain new trade in new regions 
is by means of a railway. If new 
sources of wealth be necessary—and no 
one will say they are not—then a rail­
road is a necessity, and, being so, ob­
stacles to its production must be over­
come. People must be prepared to 
make present investment of land or 
money for future gain. The country 
has done much for us; it is but right 
and proper that we should do something 
for the country. By helping her we 
shall be helping ourselves.

The Rossland people are entering 
heartily into the idea of the formation 
of an organization which would he 
thoroughly provincial in its scope, and 
the Rossland Miner advances the sug­
gestion that the Board of Trade of that 
city should be merged with the branch 
of the Provincial Mining association 
■which is to be formed. The Miner says 
it ‘may solve the question that has vexed 
the officers of the board who have exert- 
ed their energies towards increasing that 
body’s usefulness without securing the 
results their efforts merited.

“It is stated by the advocates of the 
consolidation scheme that the Provin­
cial Mining association would be sup­
ported by all classes, in the city and 
district, and that its meetings would be 
largely attended, and of an interesting 
nature. Moreover it would have the 
backing in all approved projects of the 
central organization, and presentments 
made with a view to promoting the in­
terests of the mining industry would 
consequently carry greater weight than 
can be secured by the existing 'Chamber 
of Commerce, whose recommendations 
are only supported by the single organi­
zation. Another factor is that the new 
association would start with a clean 
sheet, as it were, and this would doubt­
less contribute to its success. Local 
affairs are the principal subjects which 
the Board of Trade handles in addition 
to question affecting the mining interests 
of the district, and it could probably 
be arranged that these minor matters 
could be dealt with in some way with 
the necessity of the Board of Trade as 
a separate organization.

“The proposal undoubtedly has merit, 
ar.d it would do no harm if the proposi­
tion was considered in all aspects. Cer­
tain it is that an arrangement could 
be arrived at readily by which the two 
organizations could work harmoniously' 
and to the same end of promoting the 
mining .interests of the Rossland camp."
