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would deteriorate, one does not risk| 
venture in getting blood that is no 
better than his own, for the first pro­
duct will be stronger, larger and more 
productive than either of their parent­
age. Now lay by the new purchase 
and resort to the old sire again for 
one chance more; then the next year 
again.

I have observed that where the 
blood was pure, the female produced i 
size and weight in her offspring, and 
more so if the offspring were females; 
and that the male produced his like 
on the color, the mould or build—in 
fact the fancy points, and more so to 
males than to females; also that he 
governs the healthfulness of the off 
spring. If the family from which the 
male descended had some particular 
points of merit or demerit, the rule is 
that be will transmit such particular 
points to the offspring. The flavor of 
the flesh is, I believe, inherited from 
the famale to a greater extent than 
from tho male. A very remarkable 
merit of color has presented itself to 
me at many different times, and each 
time resulting in a similarity of color. 
Tako, for Instance, two distinct fami­
lies of color, one brown, the other 
white. If both are pure bred, the off­
spring from a mating of one of each 
blood are nearly always black, or 
more black than any other color. If 
the matings are with a black and a 
white, the grey predominates in the 
color of the offspring. If the black 
and buff are mated, tho product is 
chestnut or dark lemon.

Agriculture. Taking Care of Hogs.

In the early days of hog raising in 
the west the opinion was pretty wide­
ly held that hogs needed less cure 
than any other kind of live stock, it 
being a pretty common opinion that 
any kind of water was good enough 
for hogs, and that anything they 
would eat would increase tho growth 
of the animal and make more or loss 
pork. From opinions of this kind a 
good many intelligent farmers moved 
forward and when corn becomes a 
drug in the markets through-out the 
country, they adopted or acted on 
tho principle that corn was the best 
feed that hogs, young or old, could 
have, and it seemed to bo the opi­
nion that where hogs could have 
plenty of corn all the time that they 
needed no other kind of feed; but 
through investigation coupled with 
experiments bas of late years upset 
this theroy, and it has come to be well 
known at least advanced thinkers over 
this matter, that hogs need as much 
variety in the way of food as doos any 
other kind of farm animals, and it is 
very certain no farmers can make tho 
best attainable result in hog produc­
tion unless ho uses the strictest core 
in feeding his pigs and young hogs 
in a regular way with several articles 
of food beside corn.

Of course the corn is good in its 
place and should not be dispensed 
with whore it can bo bad easily, but 
in addition to tho corn all young hogs 
should have a certain amount of grass 
and roots, potatoes, or artichokes, or 
beets can be fed to young bogs in a 
sparing way, where they are abund-

It is a trifling matter, but one well 
worth remembering, that for most 
farmers’ gardens one scarcely needs 
a hot-bed to bring forth seeds of ten 
der vegetables or flowers, if they can 
have at hand a good kitchen range. 
A few dozen plants is generally all 
that is wanted, and a square foot or 
so of earth in a box will give all the 
plants one is likely to want in the 
vegetable way; and a similar one for 
flowers. Seeds do not need light to 
sprout; indeed, good gardeners think 
that light is a disadvantage. All they 
need is heat and moisture, and this 
they can get in a slow oven, or by a 
warm range, as well as anywhere. 
Of course as soon as the young leaves 
appear they must have light. Then 
the boxes can be moved to the win­
dows or to some sheltered place in the 
open air. All this has to bo done 
gradually. Every one known how 
hard are sudden charges of tempera­
ture to the human system, and it is 
just as bad to plants. The best thing 
is to put them under a sash in the 
open air, if one has it. By the time 
the seed have been sprouted in this 
artificial way, it is generally so for on 
into the season that a very little pro­
tection is enough to take care of the 
plants. In this way one can have 
things several weeks ahead of time 
in tho orcinary way of doing things, 
and at little cost or trouble; and this 
is a great advantage to those of small 
means

Undoubtedly, the 
acre of sod which contained roots 
enough to afford such a large amount 
of nitrogen, was produced on land in 
a high state of cultivation, but sup­
pose that an acre of sod contained 
only one-half as much nitrogen, or 
95 pounds. How could a farmer sup­
ply an equal amount of fertilizers to 
his soil so cheaply and so easily as by 
clover raising? Too clover root is 
rich in nitrogen, a fertilizer which 
is the most costly of any element of 
plant food offered in the market. 
It is just the fertilizer needed for the 
growth of wheat and corn. A crop of 
wheat, ycilding twenty-five bushels 
of grain, is said to contain, in tho stem 
and grain, about sixty pounds,of nitro­
gen, or only one third the amount 
found to be contained in an acre of 
good clover sod in Germany, furnish 
ing the best evidence that, a clover 
sod is an excellent preparation of tho 
land for a wheat crop.

Wheat Prospects

Recent advices from Great Britain 
are such as to render it quite certain 
that Ine English wheat crop the pres­
ent year will be almost an entire fail­
ure, on account of the long continued 
wet weather and the sudden condition 
of tho whole country. Throughout 
the whole of continental Europe also, 
the indications are that the crop will 
be much loss than usual, and that there 
will certainly bo no surplus, All 
this points to an immense demand for 
wheat from the United Stale during 
the coming year and renders the 
problem of our own crop and the sur­
plus that we shall have for exporta- 
tion, particularly interesting. The 
Now York Produce Reporter says: 
" We have had many reports of in­
jury to the wheat plant this week, but 
this is not unusual at this season of 
the year. It is too early to form any 
estimate of tho damage to tho crop, as 
appearances are oftentimes so mislead­
ing, especially during February and 
March. In April, under the influence 
of warm rains and sunshine, marked 
developments are made, and the 
changes then oftentimes are very 
great and satisfactory. The fact of 
so largo an area of country being 
covered with snow adds much interest 
to the situation, and increases the ap 
prehension for the future of the plant. 
The injury from the floods of the past 
fortnight we do not think has been 
more than usual at this season and far 
less here than in Europe Wo con- 

tinue to have reports of poor quality 
of the last crop of winter, as threshing 
progresses, and from tho Northwest 
wo learn farmers are not free sellers 
of their wheat, as they find on thresh­
ing that tho yield is less than what 
they bad estimated last autumn, hence 
tho exporting power of the country it

tion to the condition of tho soil, and 
I believe the greatest of all causes of 
short crops—not to say failures—is 
the want of through preparation of 
the soil. I have not a single doubt in 
my mind that I can make a single 
suggestion, which, if heeded, would 
add more than a million dollars to the 
wheat-growers of Ohio, and would not 
cost them a dollar to carry it out. It 
is this: Pulverize each day what you 
plow ! I believe that it ought to be 
kept printed in capital letters in every 
agricultural paper from tho first of 
July till October. Probably a roller 
is the best thing to use for this pur­
pose ; but, if the farmer has no roller, 
he can make some kind of a cheap 
drag, and if be can get nothing else, 
he had better take his big barn door 
off the hinges, load a few stones on it, 
and drive off. Whenever land can be 
plowed it can be pulverized, if taken 
in time, and it is never safe to allow 
the opportunity to slip to pulverize 
a wheat field.

I know a man who bad made a 
great success with an acre or two of 
strawberries, gathering from 20 to 30 
bushels per day, and was so elated at 
his success that ho concluded to en­
large bis fields—and, to use his own 
language, said ′ he would hereafter 
gather 100 bushels a day or bust."

That 
will apply to all small fruits, but es­
pecially to tho strawberry.

Ho manures it and 
he finds that a manure that will do 
for most other will do for the crop of 
apples. It is the neglect to manure 
orchards at all that causes them to 
bear so poorly and tho trees to look in 
bad condition; nothing is better than 
wood ashes for orchards, if we had the 
ashes ; but nearly every one burns 
coal, expect in certain out of the way 
sections, and we must therefore resort 
to something else. Next to wood 
ashes there is no fertilizer better than 
barnyard manure. A liberal applica­
tion of this, if only once in three years, 
with careful pruning and scraping of 
tho trees and ferreting out the borers 
and all other insects which lay con­
cealed under the bark, will soon make 
change in tho productiveness of the 
orchard. If the trunks were washed 
with whale oil soap, say one pound to 
a bucket of water, there would not be 
many insects alive after tho operation.
