it was learned that William Montieth, com-
mission merchant of 25 Church street, had
gone to the wall. As nine or tem of the
firms in the immediate vicinity of Mr, Mon-
tieth’s store were more or less interested in
the failure, there was a desl of running
to and fro, Two of the banks are also in-
terested—the Merchants and Domision—
but it is understood they are fally secured.
The excitement was tened by a rumor

As
stated Dbefore, the principal creditors are
the Merchants’ and Dominion but
they are fully secured by their holdings of
warehouss receipts as collaterals, The
Merchants’, with whom Mr. Monteith did
his regular business, advanced $13,000
on 2000 sides of the. Do-
minion $8000 on 1000 sides and
Messrs. D. Gunn & Co., provision mer-
chants of 78 Front street east, on
1000 sides. The liability to the latter firm
however was lately reduced to $4000, These
creditors are fully secured, provided the
bacon will realize what they advanced on it,
Among the other creditors are James Park
& Son, W. J, Ramsay, Furness & James,
James Herson, J. E, Bailey, James Walsh,
John Fiskin and others, %he amount ow-
ing these firms is estimated at abeus
$15,000. The sums range from $500 to
$3000. A meeting of the creditors’ will be
held to-day, when a list of the liabilities
will be forthcoming, It is understood that
