PEACE OR WAR.

M. De Lesseps has been lecturing in Paris
on the civilizing character of the great
enterprises intended to facilitate intercourse
between nations. The Suez canal; which
already 1¢, and the Panama canal, which is
to be, are bringing about the introduction
of a new principle, more important even than
the execution of these works, namely, a
vast association of the capital of the world,
which must be a strong influence in favor of
peace, Such great maritime highways, he
holds, should not be subject to the vicissi-
tudes of active politics, by which he evi-
dently .means wars between the great
powers.

It is very desirable,surely,that thisdream
of the great canal projector and builder,
should be realized. But appearances cer-
tainly do not indicate the probability of its

trictic Frenchman believes to be surely
coming. Germany is well prepared for war
ail the time, and of late has been giving
canse of irritation by prohibiting enactments
against the use of the French language in
Alsace and Lorraine. Russia appears to be
slowly but surely drifting into a war with
Germany and Austria. Oa both sides of
Russia’s western frontier -garrisons are being
increased and . fortifications are _being
strengthened. The men who are on the in-
side of the international politics of Europe
would not be sarprised to see the experience
of centuries reversed, and Turkey taking
sides with Russia in the next great war.
The interests of Austria and Turkey clash
in the south. and those of Germany and
Russia in the north. Another thing, ‘the
contented condition of one portion of Poland
under Austrian rule is a standing cause of un-
easiness to Russia,whose iron rale overnorth-
eastern Poland created danger by contrast
Germany, again, has of late been indulging
very openly in the aspiration of becoming &
great naval power, which is on'the face of
it a menace to Russia, and in some degree to
England as well.

Perhaps it is the fear of the socialists
and the nihilists more than anything else,
that so far keeps the great military monar-
chies from war. They must keep on pass-
ably good terms with each other, if revolu

tions are to be kept in eheck. Meantime
year by year the materials for a tremendous
European explosion are accumulating and
gathering force. Instead of wondering
what can turn up to precipitate war, the
difficulty is to see how war can possibly
much longer be aveided. And with observ=
ing men the impression deepens every year
that in the next great war England maust
be a party concerned, and not a neutral, as
she has sooften been before.

WAGES AND LIVING.
The Globe is trying to bring up again
the question of wages and living, as effected
by the national policy; and endeavors to
make the worse appear the better reason
by suggesting that protection has made
living dear in Canada. Although the at-
tampt is made to keep out of sight the fact
that such increase as there is in the cost of
living lies 'altogether in articles of food,
and nov of clothing. Whatever number of
dollars a working man may have to spend
oa clothing for himself and family will
certainly go as far ndw as the same amount

weuld have gone five or six years
ago. We leave it- to the whole
body of shopkeepers dealing in such

articles t) say whether this is not strictly
true, Cottons, woolene, ready made cloth-
ing, women’s gocdes, and boots and shoes,
never were cheaper in Canada than at pre-
sent. Tea and ccffee pay no duty, and the
former is certainly cheaper now than we
ever had 1t before in this country. Sugar,
though paying, as we have maintained, too
high a duty, is cheaper and of better quality
—better value for the money—than in 1878,
Wherein then does the increased cast of liv-
ing come in ?

The question is very casily a swered.
The increased cost of living lies altogether
in the higher prices of flour, meal, weat,
batter, cheese, evgs, milk, potatoes, and in
fact of farm produce geoerally. Wheat is
cheap, to be sure,,only a little over adollar,
but flour and bread keep up notwithstand-
The fact is that the farmers are get.
