of a tropical night, and theretore there 
was nothing to do but to wait until morn­
ing. A terrible night was passed, the 
waves pounding heavily over the stern and 
weathersides as she swung more and more 
broadside on.

On Saturday morning, Feb. 3, a line was 
got ashore, and all hands were finally 
landed safe on the cay.
