Mr Martin s Unparliamentary Statement

Mr. Martin, in moving for papers re-
specting . purchase of a site for a post-*
office at Portage 1a Prairie, charged
that a site 'had been chosen which the
business people of the town objected to.
He blamed Mr. Boyd, M.P., for this mis-
take. y

Mr. .Boyd, who_ followed, explained
any discontent there was grew out of
rivalry between the east and west end
‘'of the town. Every building put up
by the Provincial Government had been
erected in the east end, and on pro-
perty. in which it was said Mr. Martin
was interested.

Mr, Martit declared the statement
“was solely untrue.” This observation
raised a storm of protests. :

Mr. Speaker: As an 'gld Parliamen-
tarian, the hon. gentleman ought to
know that he cannot make a statement
of that kind. He must withdraw it.

Mr. Martin: How can I withdraw,
when the statement made by the mem-
ber for Marquette is not true?

Mr. Speaker: ¥ the hon, gentleman
does not witlrdraw, I shall be forced to
name him. | -

Mr, Martin rose to protest amidst
loud cries of order.

Mr. Speaker again ruled Mr. Martin
must withdraw his statement.

Mr. Martin: I accede, but I think it
is most unfair to me. I don't know
how I ean withdraw, (Renewed cries of
order.)

Speaker: I must insist upon the hon.
gentleman withdrawing his statement.

Mr, Martim: I do withdraw it.

Later on he made a personal explan-
ation, denying that he was interested
in any land upon which the Local Gov-
ernment buildings had been erected in
the east end of the town of Portage la
Prairie. A

Mr. Ouimet said that the House
would admit that it was the duty of
the Government to consult the repre-
sentative: of any constituency when it
had been decided to construct a public
building in the constituency. The site
for this building had been selected on
the recommendation of a man in who
every one had confidence, and lay be-
tween the two main portions of the
town. (Hear, hear).

Sheep Disease and Farmers’ Interests.

After recess Mr. Featherston moved
for papers passed between the Domin-
ion Government and the Imperial, re-
lating to any shipments of Canadian
sheep from Canadian ports to Great
Britain 'since the ' 31st October, 1894,
and alleged to have been diseased, and
any reports or correspondence from cur

same.

Mr, McMullen gaid that it appeared
some 80,000 ‘United States sheep had gone
to England as Canadian sheep. Disease
was known to exist among American
flocks, many shiploads being condemn®
ed or slaughtered for this reason. He
considered this a serious menace to the
farming interests of Canada. He thought
the Government was not doing as much
for farmers ms_inanufacturers. It was a
shame that, instead of having a practical
agriculturist at the head of the depart-
ment, they had to put up with a law-
yer, and he sitting in the Senate.

Bir A. P Caron said Mr. McMullen’s
complaint against the Minister of Agri-
culture was a strange one for a Liberal
to mdke, The hon, gentleman must have
¥orgotten a page in the political history
of his own party. 2

Mr. McMullen (interrupting): Two
wrongs don’t make a right. (Laughter.)

Sir A, P: Caron: I admit there was a
danger of falling into error by taking a
leaf out of the Liberal book. . Continu-
ing, he reminded the House that the Min-
ister' of Agriculture under Mr., Macken-
zie was a lawyer, and moreover sat ¥
the Senate; he referred to Mr. Letellier.
(Hear, hear.) The complaipt against the
present Government, therefore, came
with bad grace from Mr. McMullen. As
for the statement that the farmers’ inter-
ests were mot being looked after, he un-
hesitatingly affirmed’ that Mr. Angers
had done more for the farmers of Canada
than any of the gentlemen on the Opposi-
tion benches, when they were in power.

Referring to the question of the schedul-
in% of our cattle in England, he said the
embarge was not there to protect English
cattie against diseage, but simply to
protect the English farmer, (Hear, hear.)

Dr TLanderkin held that the cattle ex-
port trade had sprung up under a Liberal
administration.

Sir A P. Caron: When a lawyer was
Mizister of Agriculture. (Hear, hear.)

Dr Landerkin remarked that a law-
ye~ might be a good agriculturist as well.
(Ministerial cheers.)

Messrs McMullen and Featherston at-
tacked the Government in general terms
oa their treatment of the agriculturists.

Dr. Montague said, touching the
question mentioned' in the motion, that
the Gevernment was looking into the mat-
ter.

Mr. McMillan argued that a competent
inspector should be appointed to see that
no diseased sheep passed through Canada.

Dr. Montaghe: But you would «bject
expense. (Laughter.)

Mr. McMillan protested that he would
rot The motion carried.

This case cccupied the at-
tention of the commifttee all last week,
and the respondent having satisfied the
committee of her inability to pay coun-
sel and bring witnesses to Ottawa for
her defence the committee ordered pe-
titioner to deposit with the Clerk of the
Senate sufficient funds for these pur-
poses, This order was up to to-day
only partially complied with., The com-
mittee heard only one of the respon-
dent’s witnesses and upon her counsel
stating that he could not proceed fur-
ther without funds, to bring the wit-
nesges to Ottawa the committee ad-
journed the case.

Successful Fish Hatching

The Mdrine and Fishery Department
has received the returns of the distri-
bution of young fish from the hatchery
at Newecastle, Ont. The total quantity
hatched this spring was 8,000,000 white
fish and 3,000,000 solmon trout. About
1,200,000 of each species have been dis-
tributed at different points in Lake
Ontario. and the remainder in Lakes
Simcoe, Couchiching and other inland
waters. The hatching season on the
whole has been very successful at New-
castle,

Rooming Regina’s Fair.,

Lieut.-Governor Mackintosh is still in
town busily engaged in booming the
Territorial Exhibition which is to be
opened by the Governor-General at Re-
gina on July 29 next. An admirable
prize list in a handsomely designed cov-
er hms just been issued to the pgbllc.
It gives full information of the pro-
posed exhibition, for <which prizes
amounting to $19,000 are offered. Special
inducements in the shape of reduced
fares are to be offered to people liv-
ing in Ontario and Quebec. The pro-
gram is a very complete one, and the
exhibition promises to be a marked
success.

CUBAN REVOLUTION SPRE ADIN G.

Santiago de Cuba, May 29.—The rebels
for the last few days have been coming
to the suburbs and taking the cattle
ready to be killed for market. They ap-
peared again this morning, but the Span-
ish troops to the number of 80 were
awaiting them, and a fight ensued, the
Spanish losing five killed and 40 wounded,
the rebels two killed and five wounded.
The insurgents are strong and bold in
Guantanals al 0. Th'y 1ave again remov- )
ed the tracks between the city and its
seaport, Caimaner, and have set fire to
another bridge.

In Baracoa, a very important port on
the north coast of the island, the insur-
gents are increasing in numbers daily.

It appears that Capt.-Gen. Campos is
dissatisfied with Generals La Chambre
and Saleedo, and he has ordered® them
both to Spain.

To Prevent Filibustering.

Madrid, June 10.—The naval comman-
der*at Havana has been authorized to
purchase merchant vessels to be used as
cruisers to prevent the landing in Cuba
of parties of insurgents.

An Expediiion From Florida;

Jacksonville, Fla., June 10.—A “cable-
gram to The Times-Union from Key West
says: “It is now known that the expe-
dition that left this country Wednesday
night landed on the north of Cuba in
the Province of Las Villas, near Sagua
Lachico. The expedition was under the
command of Gen., Roloff. Immediately
upon landing they were joined by 2000 in-
surgents. Gen. Gomeg, reported killed by
the Spanish newspapers, has invaded Ca-
maguey at the head of 2500 of the best-
equipped men, where he was joined by
700 men, headed by a nephew, of the Mar-
quis of Santa Lucia.”

FRENCHMEN ARE SORE,
The Idea ;t Accepting Germany's Invita-
tion to Kiel Is Decidedly
Obnoxiouns.

Paris, June 10.—M. Millerand, Social-
ist, interpellated the Government in the
Chamber of Deputies to-day in regard to
the policy of France in the East, and
the acceptance of the invitation of Ger-

many to take part in the ceremonies at
Kiel, on the occafion of the opening of
the Baltic Sea Canal, declaring that the
‘latter indicated a change in the Freuch
poiicy.

M. Hanotaux, Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, denied that the acceptaunce of Ger-
many’s invitation furnished evidence of
any change of policy whatever on the
part) of France, The acceptance of Ger-
many's invitation was merely an act of
politeness. The French sailors who would
go to Kiel would represent free and
strong France, fearing mno comparison
with the sailors of any power. Disavow-
ing any feeling of resentment respecting
the East, M, Hanotaux said I'rance was
unwilling to leave Russia to struggle
alone with difficulties which might in-
fluence the general policy of the repube
lic. France, he declared, remained faith-
ful to her allies,

M. Flourens said that in return for
French support of Russia in the East,
France ought to have obtained a guar-
antee that when the question tof the an-
nexed provinces (Alsace-Lorraine) came
before Europe, Russia would give her
moral and material support. Further-
more, Russia ought to help Francé in
Egypt in return for hér services to Rus-
sia -in the Armenian question.

Ex-Premier Goblet declared that the
action of the Government in sending
French warships to Kiel wounded the
national sentiment of France, The en-
tente entered into with Russia had com-
manded French gratitude, but now it
seemed that it was not sufficient
for eiffective action. If a genuine allir
ance existed between France and Russia
let M. Hanotaux plainly say so. Germany,
he said, had not hesitated to publish the
fact and terms of the Dreibund and France
certainly had no reason to be ashamed
of hawing established@ an alliance’ with
Russia. He (Goblet) was not animated
by any feeling of revenge, but the separa-
tion of Alsace-Lorraine from France con-
stituted a just reason for displeasure, and
until that guestiom was settled France
would remain neither courteous nor counr
ciliatory. '

Premier Ribot said that France had
united heér interests with those of Russia
for the preservation of the peace of
Europe, and this alliance had made both
countries stronger.

The Chamber then voted confidence in
the Government, 862 to 105.
