Now that tbe Municipal elections are 

quietly over, would It not be well for the 
electors in this part of the county to in­
quire into the advisability of having this 
ward, No. 1, divided.

As the popula­
tion has largely increased since the deci­
sion, and the ward has already been divid­
ed tor electoral purposes, it appears 
enable that this Ward One, should make 
two separate ones, the river being the 
dividing line. Several reasons can be 
givtu for the division. It wouid equalize 
the warV* more as regard* size ami popula 
lion. Eath councillor would then look 
out for the local wants ôf his owu ward, 
without having to consult with another. 
It would make no increase in the num­
ber of Councillors, and would give the 
thriving port of Margaret ville the benefit 
of a polling booth ; a privilege they have 

njoyed. I hope our represeatatives 
in common will be induced to consider 
the matter, and briug it before tbe Legis­
lature.. M.
