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Unlted States Interest in China.
[New Ycrk Times.]

Nothing could have happened to point out
more sharply the neglect of American inter
ests in China by the State Department than
the dispute over the Niu Chwang railway.
It was the Chinese government that applied
to & British bank for the money with which
to extend the Niu Chwang, an existing
Chinese railway. The effect of the loan
would have been to give Great Britain the
control of the railway. The Russian minis-
ter at Pekin has taken upon himself to for
bid the railway to accept money from this
source.

The veto is not only in itself an act of in-
terference which it seems impossible that
the British government should overlook, but
it also indicates even more fully than has
heretofore been disclosed the intention of
Russia to control the trade of the whole
coast of Manchuria. It happens that the
Russian pretensions to Niu Chwang threaten
American interests as directly as they threat-
en British interests. For Niu-Chwang is
that one of all the treaty ports in which
American interests are of the greatest rela-
tive importance. The chief of the imports
of the place are American, and among these
American sheeting is the most important.

There is no port of China in which the
prospect of énlarging the market of our
manufactures is better, provided we can
maintain the open door. If Russia succeeds
in shutting the door, we may he quite sure
that she will shut it in our faces, and that
our trade, instead of increasing, will dimin-
ish. It is inexcusable that we have not
already backed the British contention
against the exclusive Russian claims. But
here is a case in which our direct commercial
interest gives us a clear right to be heard.
It is not necessary to say that we should be
heard now, on any question relating to the
trade of the Pacific, with far more respect
than would have been accorded to us before
the first day of May. There could not be a
more unexceptionable use of cur new naval
prestige than to employ it in keeping open
to our trade the Chinese port in which our
trade is comparatively the greatest.

Sehley’s Four Leaf Clover.

Back some time in May a certain yourg
woman, West by name, and living in Kirk
wood, Mo., found two four-leaf clovers in a
field. After serious deliberation she decided
that such good luck as they might bestow
could be well utilized by Admiral Sampsor
aud Commodore Schley, whose blockade of
Santiago had just begun. So Miss West
tied each of the clovers. to one of her cards,
using ribbons of red, white and blue to effect
the fastening, and after writing on the card:
brief expressions of her good wishes she sent
them to the two officers mentioned. Wheth-
er that destined for the Admiral ever reached
him is uncertain. That it did not may be
deduced, first, from the fact that he tock
that unfortunate trip to the eastward on thc
day when Admiral Cervera came cut of the
harbor, and, second, from the fact that Miss
West has received from him no acknowledge
ment of her little gift. But the Commodore
received his all right, and he immediately
sent to the donor a note of thanks worthy of
a sailorman who is gallant as well as brave.
‘I do not recall,” he wrote, ‘‘any attention
in my career that appealed more to me than
the little four-leafed clover and the little
strip of ribbon enclosed with your card. I
thank you most sincerely, and I hope when
the time may come you will have just cause
for pride in that part of the navy under my
command. We will do our duty fully,
knowing that we have the encoursgement
and prayers of our fair women, and,
what may, we shall live in their love and
memory. May God bless you and us, my
dear friend, forever.” The date is June 9,
and three weeks later, as everybody knowe,
the good luck came. Whether the clover
brought it can be left undecided, but even
skeptics on that point will admit that for

Cyvelist’s Sore Throat.

“‘ After a epin along a more or less dusty
road, the cyclist sometimes experiences a
dry and subsequently sore and inflamed
throat,” says the London Lancet. *‘Head
ache énd depreseion often follow, and the
symptoms generally simulate poisoning of
some kind. When the bactériology of road
dust is considered, these effects are hardly
to be wondered at. Hundreds of millions of
bacteria, according to the nature of the
locality, are found in a gramme weight of
dust, and the species isolated have included
well-known pathogenic organis: Indeed,
there can be no reasen for doubting the in
fecting power of dust when it is known that
among the microbes encountered in it are
the microbes of pus, malignant wdema, te
tanus, tubercle, and septicaemia. The mis-
chief to riders as well as to pedestrians
would probably be largely averted if, as na-
ture intended, the respirations were rigidly
confined to the nasal pasages and the mouth
kept comfortably though firmly shut.
investigators have shown, the microbes in
the air seldom pass beyond the ex'reme end
of the nasal passage, and consequently never
to the pharynx or bronchial surfaces. A
aeeful precaution, therefore, in addition to
exclaeively breathing through the nostrils,
would be to douche the nasal cavity, after a
duety run or walk, with a weak and slightly
warm solution of some harmless antiseptic.”

Raising Calves Without Milk.

Some years ago, says a correspondent of
Hoard’s Dairyman, I raised quite a number
of calves on hay tea. I took good,
clover hay, not cut, and pressed three pounds
for each calf into an iron pot of sufficient
sizo and poured plenty of water over it and
cooked it for not less than an hour. There-
sult was a strong decoction of hay. The
three pounds of hay furnished tea enough
