Dowie has a
gimilar ambition, and will build a
fleet with which to conquer the world,
religiously, of course. He intends to
begin operations at New York.

The readjustment will no doubt bear
heavily on individuals, but it is no
doubt much better for Sydney as well
as the great industries located~there,
to be working out their destinies on
a rcal rather than a fictitious founda-
tion. No one for a moment doubts
that Cape Breton has a brilliant in-
dustrial career before it, and now that
the management of the Steel Co. has
got its foundation on a hard-pan
basis we hope to see it steadily grow
and expand.
