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the inspretor to board ata fixed charge of so much a day, or so
inuch o meal and bed. A dollar a day, on the average, ought o
meet all the expenses of theinspector and his horse; add the
interest on the purchase of the horse, or the hire for the season,
making in all, $175 to $200 as the maximum. Thus $475 to $609,
will representthe total amount of the expsnses. And we know
syndicates where things will be more ecoromically. ‘The Bedford
syndicate paid its inspector $500, and had only $100 for expenses.

Now the syndicate will receive, from the government, a grant
equal to one-half of its expenses, provided that half does not ex-
ceed S230. Let us suppose that the syndicate has to provide,

relty nearly, $300. We estimate the average production of a
Paciory at 40,000 tbs. of cheese=20 tons. The subscription of
each factc,y will be in proportion to its production in tons of
2,000 Ibs. We have construcled the following scule thich will
serve for all purposes of calculation:

It will be understood that the smaller syndicates will cost less
as rigards their folal expenses more as regards the conlribution
perlon. We believe that the above scale will cover every case.

- By whom zare these expenses to e supported ? They can be paid
either entirely by the patrons, or entirely by the proprietor of the
faclory, or divided equally between these two parlies ; or, again,
divided in thirds belween the patrons, the proprielor and the
maker. This question will be arranged according 10 circums-
tances : but the association affirms the importance for the
patrons especially to ensure the inspection even if they have them-
selves to pay the whole of the cost of the ex s. The inspec-
tion is the best securily they can have for the successful carrying
on of their faclory.

How T0 ORGANIZE.

How to proceed in organizing a syndicate ¥

A person in each division should take upon himself, and at
once, to request all-the proprielors or representatives of factories

in the division tolmeet, at a fixed piace and hour, for the parpose
of discussing §the advisability of conslituting themselves into a
syndicate, Qur association hes had printed a circular letter for
this purpose, and on application to the secretary, every oue who
wishes to call together the factories of his division will receive
the number of copies he shall ask for; at the same time, the secre-
tary will send to the person in quostion the forms of declarstion
laid down for the constituting of the syndicate, (Regulations III. 3.)
and a scheme of the rules to be adopted for its management.

Moreover, il'it is desired to have some person 10 assist in the for-
mation of the syndicate, by advising the meeting thus called to-
gether, the ascociation will send a lecturer ; but the secretary must
be informed of this at the time when the furms of letters of con-
vocation and the other dccuments are ask for.

With 'all these means, we believe it will not be difficult to
organise a syndicate in cach division.

AvupiTioNAL REuamks,

It is not necessary that all the factories of the division be
invited to the meeting: they should be, in all propriety, but if
any one was passed over through forgetfulness,this omission will
not be fatal to tiie project.

Nooneis obliged to become past of the syndicate, bulno
factory in the division can be refused.

Meore than one syndicate may be formed in a division, provided
the minimun of 15 factories to 2 syndicate be attained.

When once syndicates are formed, they should come to a
understanding, with the incpeclor they wish to engage, and put
themselves in communication with the department of Agricullure
at Quebec to obtain his sppointment.

Each factory of tha syndicate, from the fact that it will have
to subzcribe ic the association, will reciive all ths reporls,
circulars, &c., of the association, as well as the Bulletin that will
be published every menth : see in the regulations referring thereio
(i, 1,a; and 1V, 3 4, 5).
