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THE IMPERIAL ELECTIONS.

Loxnpox, April 6.—~The result of the elec-
tions..held yesterday only shows that the
Liberal gaine have not yet ended. Ina
leading - editorial to-day the Z¥me: spoke of
the policy of the- future Government as fol-
lows :—« The Libersl Cabinet will malntain
the treaty of Berlin, in accordance with the
public opinion of Europe and the policy of
the Great Powers. It will treat the Anglo-
‘Turkish Convention as an engagement of con-
tingent ouligarion. In South Africa it' may
enquire whether the aonexation of thé Trans-
vaal was not made ia error,. although the
measure wad approved by Lord Kimberley
and Mr. Forster. The question should be
treated as an open one. Thenew Government
should insist that the Bouth African Colo-
nies, whether they cheoss to confederate for
political purposes ‘or mot, shall enter into
such common engagements for military de-
fence as shall relieve the mother country
from charges for natlve wars. When this
policy in European, Asiatic and South African
affuirs has been carried out, the point will be
reached at which a Liberal Ministry, if it is
tempted or forced togo farther, must part
company with moderate men. Wedo not be-
lieve the Marquis of Hartlugton and other
leaders of the party will desire to go farther,
and so far we can hava no difficulty inaccom.
panying them.”

A recapitulation of the elections give :—
At this election—Liberals, 249; Conserva-
tives, 154 ; Home Rulers, 20 ; thus far elected,
4838, At last election—Liberals, 187; Con-
servatives, 216; Home Rulers, 20 ; thus far
elected, 423. Net Liberal gains over Con-
servatives, 60; over Home Rulers, 2; total,
62. Should the 227 districts not yet polled
retain the same reputation they had in the
last Parliament, the membership in the next
House will be: Liberals, 307; Conservatives,
283 ; Home Rulers, 60. Further Liberal galus
are, however, counted on.

The Pall Mall Gazeite says: “It is esti-
mated that the new House of Commons will
consist of 317 Liberals, 271 Conservatives
and 63 Home Rulers. The Liberals will thus
have a majority of 46 over the Conservatives,
of 109 with the Home Rulers, but the Conser-
vatives and Home Ralers combined will out-
nuwber the Liberals by 17.”

‘The total number of Liberal votes polled
up to the present timeis 1,157,000, and the
total Conservative vote 817,000, showing a
gain in the same constituencies over the last
election of 204,000 Liberals and 92,000 Con-
sarvative votes.

Denurw, April 6 —The Cork city election
resalied in the return of John Daley and
Charles Stewart Parnell, Home Rulers. Mr,
Daley beads the poll with a vote of 1,923,
and Parnell comes in second with 1,505. Mr.
Goulding, the Conrervative candidate, rte-
ceived 1,133 and N.D. Murphy, the moderate
Home Ruler, whom Parnell endeavored to
dispossess of his candidacy, received 999
votes. Cork city has a registered vote of
4,618 and is entitled to two members.
Messrs. Goulding and Murphy sat for Cork
darinyg the late Parliament, and the latter
especially attritutes his defeat to what he
believes Mr. Parnell’s sudden craze as to the
possililities open to an advanced irish rapre-
sentation. The crowds which follow the
agitator's beck and nod are full of delight
over the result of the election, and prophesy
great things {from a united representation.
It is understood that strong efforts are being
made by the Parnell party to substitute
another candidate for William Shaw for Cork
County.

Conrx, April 6.—The result of the Parlia-
meniary election in this place is oflicially
announced as follows:—Daly, Home Ruler,
1,923 Parnell, 1,505; Goulding, Conserva-
tive, 1,377; Murphy, [Liberal, 099; the two
first named were elected. Mr. Daly is a par-
tican of Mr. Parnell uot only in the land
lezgue, bul also in his obstruction policy.
In his address to the electors he advocated
pessan: proprietary according to Pgrnsll’s
programnme. He is unccmpromising in his
advoricy of Home Rule, while Mr. Murphy,
who is defented, against whom Mer. Parnell
directe:d bis entire hostility, accepted the
Howe Rule platform with a cautious reserva-
tion compatible with the integrity ot the
I/nited Kingdom.

VISITING KNOCK.

Evidence of Sppearances—0Opinions of &
Becnlar Presas.

(From the Tuam News.)

The village ot Kaeck has already become
famous, Its name isnow heard of not onlyin
Iraland, in England, in Scotland, but in Amer-
fca. Letters from the most distant districts
in the far-off United States of the American
Continent have been received, in which de-
tailed questions bave besn put respecting the
apparitionsand the miractes at Knock. The
events can well be grouped under two head-
inge—namely, thoss respecting the apparl.
tions seen August 21st last, the eve of the
octave of the feast of the Assumption of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, and those that tell of
the ¢ miracles ¥ that had been wrought since
Christmas last. It is easy enough to deal
with the question of the firat apparition, be-
cause the proof regarding it rests on the evi.
dence of the witneazes who assert and even
swear that they beheld it. These are at least
fifteer in number. How could it bappen
that fifteen persons of different ages and of
different ways of thinking and of living, per-
sons differing in age, in condition, in place,
and position, could all, without any aprarent
reason, conspire to say they all saw a certain
thing which, in the oplnion of those who do
not credit their narratlom, they did not see,
and that they were under that delusion, not
one but all of them, that they saw it, some
for one hour, some for an hour and a half,
some for two hours, is a thing quite impos.
slble to comprehend. The non-Catholic
affirms that ¢« there was no such thing as an
"apparition.” « It was all a hoax.” 8o, too,
says the incredulous Catholic ; and, mind you,
very few learned Catholics yet gave any credit
to the events that have been narrated. This
is fair. It is natural that the people should
doubt. It is ever right that they should
doubt, for every story that one h:ars ought
not to be readily credited. And it alwaya
happens that those who doubt longest, like
Saint Thomas the Apostle, are thoss who, in
matters ot truth, are the foremost supporters
afterwards of that of which they are certain
to be true. Well, then, in respect to the non.

THE BONAPARTES PROTESTING.

Pams, April 9.—Cardinal Prince Lucien
Bonpaparte, who was born in 1828, and created
and proclaimed a Cardinal.priest in 1868,
has, in coojunction with Prince Charles
Bonaparte, protested against the decrees of
the French Governmeunt of the 29th March
for the expulsion of the Jesunits, and also
against the action of Prince Jerome Napoleon
in having expressed approval of the decrees.
They claim to be the chiefs and representa-
tives of the Bonaparte family by virtue of
primogeniture, and hence cousider them-
selves empowered to speak for the party.
Several of the Deputies and Sepators of the
Legiclature have personally demanded of the
Government the expulsion of Prince Jerome
Napoleon from France, on account of certain
phrases in his letter respecting the anti-
Jesuit decrees, which pbrases make him to
appear as a claiwant to the Imperial throne
of France, a throne which these Deputiea
nnd Senators say has been swept away never
to be restored. The Republic, they say,
ghould not tolerate within its borders men
who openly conspire against it, and who
openly parade themselves as partizans of the
‘dead Empire.

Loxpox, April 6,—The letter of Prince
Jerome Napoleon on the decrees against the
unauthorized religious confraternities says
the Bmperor Napoleon, by the Concordat, re-
conciled the Revolution with relizion. This
charter of pacification is assailed by the sec-
taries of a theocracy desiring an oppressive
and intolerant state of religion, and by secta-
ries of disorder desiring society without God
or moral law.

They ditfer in minor
and special results, as all men will, in
giving an account of the same event, but they
tell in substance and in integrity of detail
the samc story. No other conclusion can be
come to regarding the first npparition than
that it has actually occurred. We have
already stated that if one real miracle cut of
the hundreds that have been tried by those
who have visited the place is certain, it is
quite enough. Hearsay miracles are as plenty
as individmals. Some say they are real;
others say, and meny of them with truth, that
they are shams, and exist only in the warm
faith or in the imagination of enthusiasts. Of
ourselves wo will say nothing on this head,
but marely record here this aunexed account
which we take from the Cerk Examiner of the
gth of March last.

Some were
kneeling in the mud in front of the pgable,
now boarded over to the height of about seven
feet to prevent the stones being taken out of
the wall and the edifice destroyed—a precan-
tion which was not adopted a moment too
soon, as,after all the cement had beeu re-
moved, the atones were being picked out one
atter the other. Others were kneeling at the
cross over the grave of the founder of the
chapel, and more were eagaged carefully pick-
ing out scraps of cement from the side wall
which bad not yet been boarded, and on
which no apparition had been alleged to be
geen.

One respectable man who was
not blind, but who probably thought his
sight might be improved, was applying the
material to his eyes. Othera were in the act
of catching the water from tke slating running
over the gable, and moistening the clay with
it. Large numbers were walking round the
chapel continuously muttering their prayers,
as they went. Among these were two men
seemingly father and son, the latter blind.
Bothk men were walking round and round the
chapel with their heads uncovered when I
arrived, and they were. continuing to perform
the same wearisome task when I took my
leave. One delicate-looking youth, seemingly
in comsumpticn, knelt in the mud, for it was
mud everywhere around the stone cross,
already alluded to. He did not move the
whole time I was there, and it was obvious
that the mode of relief which the poor lad
was geeking was too likely to end in accele-
rating his descent to the grave. . Inside the
chapel (the altar of which was lighted up)
was crowded with a motley assemblage not
dissimilar to that outside, mostly engaged in
acts of devotion.

AGRIOULTURE.

HINTS FOR THE MONTH OFLAPRIL.

(Continued from last week's TRUE WITKESS.)

Orchard and Eursery.

‘Whoever sots eut an orchard of course does it
with the expectation of & return in fruit. No
one planis corn or potatoes without first con
fider ng it the land will give him a erop; if the
soil {a not in the proper condition he knows that
he must make it 86, or lose his and his
labor. Much less than corn and potatoes can
frait trees make u crop on nothing. The trees
will struggle along, do the best they ¢an, but
such orchards do not pay, and “run out” early.
Unless the land {s sufficiently fertile for. an or-
dingry farm crop, it should be made #0; no soil
100 wet for such crops will answer for fruit trees,
which, to succced, need well dratned land. The
plowing should be as deep as the charactar of
the soil will atlow, and the sub-soll lglow may
generally follow the other with beneiit.

The Trees.—It isassumed that irees were or-
dered some time + they should be at hand
m&i for planting. It 1s the custom at nurseries
to 8 up and heel-in a large stock of the kinds
of trees most called for, this retards tne growth,
and allows them to £'] late orders. If thereis s
nursery nearat hand it will pay to make a bar-
galn, if poesible, to help dig the trees vourself,
and thus secure & _larger share of the rootsthat
belong to them. If trees, in a long journey, be-
come dry and shriveled, bury them, root and
branch, in mellow earth for a few days, wher
they become plump sgain. Inuopacking the
Lrees, look to the labels, a8 some may become
detached and would otherwise be lost.

Laying out.—In staking autthe ground take
care Lo have the treesin trusrosa, Putall afthe
same variety together, and if there are many
kinds make a planting chart showing the posi-
tion of each. -

t is safe to shorten the branches one-third or
one-half, but it should be done with judgment
and reference to the condillonof the roots. At
the rame time pare smooth any broken or man-
gled roots,

Planting.—In setiing a tree take time to do it
properly ; spread the roots ovenly and to thelr
full length, and so work tn the soil among them
that there will be no hollow places, Water may
be used to carry the soll amoug the roots—not
dashed in by the pallful, but showered from a
watering-pot. Do not stamp the sgoll down
Aaround the roots, but firm {t carefully with the
foot. The tree should be get no deeper than it
stood In the nursery.

Crops.—The sofl of a young orchard may be
kept io cultivation until the trees begin to
beRr; graln should never be grown, except
éle:dgnn corn, but potatoes and rool-crops are the

8t.

Grafting.—A tree that{s of a poor or worthiess
sort shonld be renovated by grafiing. Thiscan
be done this mounth.

Cilons shou'd have been cut enrly, but may be
secured untfl the buds start. Many nurserymen
cut a stock of cloos of all the leading varieties
in advauce, gand can supply them by mail or
otherwise,

Root-Grafts. — 1hiose who would start an
orchard at a very small cutlay can begin with
root-grafts. These sare roo s in which grafts are
sot: the work {s donme In the winterand the
grafted roots kept {n boxer of carth until they
canb, set out in spriug. Many nurserymen
offer these for sale, and they are the cheapest
form fn which trees ean bebought. They
are to be set 2 jeet apart, in rows distant
enough to work with a cultivator, and
put in with & dibble so deep that only the top
bud is above ground. Keep them well culti-
vated, and % per cent. or more ghould bethrifty
young trees In autumn. In2oriyears, accord-
ing to the variety, they will be lurge enough to
et in the orchard.

Insecta.—Destraoy the eggs of the Tept Cater-
plllar, which are to be found in small closelir
fitting rlugs or bands near the ends of the small-
er twigs, and may be cut away. Many lnsects
harbor bencath the loose bark of trees, and by
scraping this off and wasbing the trunk and
1mbs with a solution of soft soap, much good
may be done. To prevent the nscent o the
wingless fema es of the Canker Worm, use
heavy brown paper bound olosely around the
tree’s trunk, and then smear Wwith cheap
printer's ink or tar. The bands will have to be
re-coated at frequent Iintervals through the
8CUE0N,

CurrantsaniGooseberries —Prune at onceany
that have becn omitted; abundant manuring
and mulching will increase thesize of the crop
and the frult. So suon as tho leaves are of much
size the “worms” may be expected. Examine
the under surfuce of the lower leaves for the
€¢ggs, and destroy all that are found. When holes
are geen {n the leaves apply white hellebore,
elther eprinkled dry or mixed In water, a table-
spoonful or sotoa pallful of waler. It ls better
to first scald the Hellebore with a Iittle bolling
water before adding 1t to the pall containing the
cold water. Keep stirred.

Grapes.—Vines canstill be planfed and should
be set out by all who have a spare coraner on the
Iace, as along a fence, or by the side of a shed.
Inder ordin ry care 2 few vinesd.willgive an
abundance of nice fruit in its senson. and every
farmer should feel thut he hay a placu for a few
grape vines.

HKitchen and Market Garden.

Window boxes may be piaced out of doors on
warm days to harden off plants; they may be
left out overnight when notcold enough tochilt
them.

Cold Frames.—The plants from these are to be
et out as soon as the soll is ready, and the
sashes used on other frames to push forward a
crop of lettuce, whiclh latter, when out of the
way, 1s to be followed by cucumbers—thus
maoking the mast out of the investment In glass.
At this season the frames should have an abun-
dance o. fresh air, and while generally open
during the day, they must be shut at night und
in cold days. ]

Sowing Seeds.—The vlanis of the vegetable
gnrden are divided into iwo general classes,
