What
Peter’s Pence i3 in the Catholic wo 1d ‘the subscrip-
tion to the Statue of Voltaire, abour to.be erected in
Parig, is to the Revolution. .

Ouoe witness said thal arbi-
tration might be very well, but that it ought nat to
be ‘ binding,! which is precisely the samo view of the
matter ag was taken the other day by the ironworkers
on * strike,’ who objected to * uncond:tional’ arbitra-
tion, In plain terms, they wounld not choose to have
a question of wages decided agaiust them on fair
considerations of ecocomy, so long as they fancied
that, by applying the pressurs of a °®strike,’ they
could obtain what they wanted, Their practice is
to get wages increéased whenever and howsver thay
can, but never to allow them to ba lowered. Une
witness tells us that at this minute there is a  strike’
at Blackburn, owing to a reduction of wages. He
confegsed that there had previously beez a rise
through -the biiskness of the trade, and also that
trade bad now grown slack again; but though the
briskcess was instantly improved upon to the advan-
tage of the men, the slackness i3 not allowed to be
placed to the account of the masters. Mr. Roebunck
observed upon this that'the Union had one rale for
their employers and another for themselves, which
wasg truo enough ; but the Union professes no other
pricciple of conduct. The role for the masters, ac-
cording to their doctrine, should be made by the
maaters, who must look after their own affairg, If
the men take care of themselves, that is enough for
them. Woe gave precisely the game asccount of the
system the otber day, nor do we now say any more
of it than this, that it ia purely ope-gided, and that it
wmubt De balancel by some other organization if
trade i to go on, and the public to get their due.—
"London Times.
