Replying to instructions contained in said resolution,
we beg to report as follows:

We have taken communication of a copy of the charter
granted to the Company, at the last session of the Quebec
Legislature, in virtue of which the Company was author-
ized to operate within the limits of the Island of Montreal,
Ile Bizard, counties of Two-Mountains, Laval and Terre-
bonne, and to supply and distribute electric lighting, sell
and manufacture light, heat and power by means of elec-
trical energy.

By clause 6, the Company has the power, for the pur-
pose of transmitting, distributing and supplying electri-
city, light, heat, power or motive power, to place all its
poles, wires, pipes or other apparatus along or across
roadways, routes, public or private streets, above or un-
der the ground, or across or over any water-courses, ri-
vers, provided, however, the Company shall have previous-
ly obtained the consent of municipal authorities or others
having the control of said streets and, in the case of a
municipality, provided such consent is contained in a by-
law, in which will be inserted all the conditions to that
effect.

By clause 7, it was also enacted, that in case the Com-
pany should obtain from some municipa...y a franchise
or a contract for the supplying of electricity, light, heat
or power, it shall have the right to erect its poles, wires
or other apparatus on the or along the roads, streets and
highways, under, across and over the water-courses of all
municipal corporations or others, lying between the plant
from which the Company supplies electricity and any such
municipality from which it may have obtained a franchise
or contract as above stated. The said powers should, in
each case, be exercised by means of one line only or conduit
for passage purposes only, and the said line or conduit to
be as direct or short as possible and may include as many
wires or other apparatus as may be necessary, which will
be subject to the local rules and by-laws. Provided the
Company will previously agree with the municipal cor-
poration having the control of said roads or, on the re-
fusal of said corporation to grant the said permission, the
Company obtains the authorization from the Lieutenant
Governor in Council, upon such conditions as may be im-
posed on the Company.

The Company has had ratified and confirmed by the
Legislature certain contracts and by-laws passed between
it and several municipalities adjacent to the City of Mon-
treal, so as to enable said Company to supply electricity
upon certain conditions. These contracts and by-laws are
cited in a schedule annexed to the charter of the Com-
pany.

From the examination of the contracts and by-laws made
between the towns of St. Henry and Ste. Cunégonde and
certain companies or persons for supplying electricity to
the said municipalities and their inhabitants, we ascer-
tained that franchises have been granted to those munici-
palities which guarantee to said companies an exclusive
privilege during a period of fifty years.

As to the contract passed between the City of Montreal
and the Royal Electric Co., for the same purpose, to which
the Montreal Light, Heat & Power Co., was a party, the
said contract expires on the first of January next, and
does not grant the said Company any exclusive franchise
for the lighting of the City, or supplying to citizens by
means of electricity.

Under the circumstances, we are of opinion that the
Company incorporated under the name of “The Saraguay
Electric & Water Co. , has the power, by its charter, to
enter the City of Montreal and supply electric light to the
citizens of Montreal, provided, however, that the Company
shall previously ob.ain, for said purposes, the consent of
the City of Montreal, and that the said consent forms the
object of a by-law containing all conditions to that effect.

As to St. Henry and Ste. Cunégonde wards annexed to
the ity of Montreal and the citizens residing in said
wards ,we are of opinion that the power above conferred
upon the Company by its charter cannot be interpreted
so as to give the City the right to authorize said Compa-
ny to supply electric lighting contrary to existing con-
tracts.

The said Company can exercise a right of way, only
across said wards, by means of a line or sole conduit, by
