ARTICLE 12
CHARGES

The charges applicable to radiotele-
grams and the several cases in which
radiotelegrams receive free radioelectric
transmission are fixed in conformity
with the Regulations annexed to the
present Convention,

ARrTicLE 13
REGULATIONS—CONFEREN CES

Sec. 1. The provisions of the present
Convention are completed by:

(1) general Regulations which have
the same validity and come into force
at the same time as the Convention;

(2) additional Regulations which
bind only the Governments which have
signed them,

Sec. 2. The provisions of the present
Convention and the Regulations an-
nexed thereto are revised by Confer-
ences of Plenipotentiaries of the con-
tracting Governments, each Conference
itself fixing the place and time of the
next meeting,

Sec. 3. Before entering on its deliber-
ations each Conference settles its Rules
of Procedure, indicating the conditions
under which the discussions are organ-
ized and conducted.

ArTIOLE 14
SPECIAL ARRANGEMENTS

The contracting Governments reserve
for themselves and for the private en-
terprises duly authorized by them to
that effect the right to make special ar-
rangements on matters of service which
do not concern the Governments in gen-
eral. These arrangements, however,
must remain within the limits of the
Convention and the Regulations an-
nexed thereto so far as concerns the in-
terference which their operation might
be capable of producing with the ser-
vices of other countries.
