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The average nickel content of the Moak Lake
and Thompson ores thus far discovered compares
favourably with the average of the Sudbury
ores, though the copper content is so malt as
to be almost a metallurgical disadvantage. The
gold, silver and platinum metals content,
though lower than that of Sudbury, neverthe-
less has value.

The arrangements between the Province and
International Nickel assure the Company of
long-term rights in the mining properties. The
area covered is 80 miles long and up to 10

miles wide.
