In other instances, the INFRSTRUCTURE will be most important. That is, it will be
motipotn to support the diversity of local media (by the provision of finding for
equipment, journalist training and so on), and ta allow the media ta refleot the current
social reality however undesirable that reality may be. This is because the establishment of
the institution of a free, diverse and therefore credible media is the most valuable
contribution that can be made to peace, by instilling and exemplifying democratic values.

1.2 Media's Role as 'Messen-oor for Peace'

Used skilhfily, the media can be a powerfiil tool in the hands of a western democratic
nation seeking to support, or even ta agitate for, tic building of a democratic socicty.
Direct messages about peace, democracy, ethnic tolcrance, methods of alternative conflict
resolution can be (and are) broadcast into a society from the outside (thc public in many
countries tune into the BBC World Service, CNN etc).
