
ARTICLE 2

Definitions

The following ternis and definitions shall apply to this Agreement:

(a) «Airworthiness Approvar" mens a finding that the design or
change to a design of a Civil Aeronautical Product meets
standards established by the applicable legisiation in force i
cither Party or that a product conforins te a design that lias
been found tomeet those standards and isin acondition of
safe operation.

(b) "Civil Aeronautical Product" mens any civil aircrafi, aircraft
engine, or aircraft propeller or sub-assembly, appliance, part,
or component installed or to be installed thereon.

(c) "Competent Authority" means a governaleut agency or entity
that is designated as a Competent Authority by a Party for the
purposes of this Agreement~ that exercises a legal riglit te
assess conforznity of, te monitor nnd te, control the use or sale
of, Civil Acronautical Products or services within a Party's
jurisdiction and that may take enforcement action to ensure
that sucli products or services mnaiieted withi that Party's
jurisdiction comply with applicable legal requirements.

(d) Desin-rlate OpratinalRequirements" mens the
oeainlor environnmental requirements affecting eithier the

design features of the product or. data on the design relating te
the operations or mitnceof the product thint make it
eligible for a particular klnd of n.raio

(e) «"Environmental Approval" means a flnding that a Civil
Aeronautical Product complies with standards established by
the applicable legislation in force in either Party concerning
noise and/or exhaust emissions.

(f) «Maintenance" means the performance of inspection,
overbaul, repair. preservation, or the replacement of parts,
appliances, or cempenents with the exception of pre-fiight
inspection of a Civil Aeronautical Product te assure the
contiued airworthiness of that product, and includes
embodiment of Modifications; but does not include the design
of repairs and Modifications.
