
3. States Parties which do flot make extradition conditional on theexistence of a treaty shail recognize the offences set fordi i article 2 asextraditable offences between theraselves, subject to the conditions provided bythe law of the requested State.

4. If necessary, the Offences set forth i article 2 shahl be treated, for thepurposes of extradition between States Parties, as if they had been committednot only i the place ini which they occurred but also i the territory of the Statesthat have established jurisdiction i accordance with article 9,
paragraphs i and 2.

5. The provisions of ail extradition treaties and arrangements betweenStates Parties w i regard to offences set forth iarticle 2 shlbe de edto bemodified as between States Parties to the extent that they are incompatible withthis Convention.

Article 14
1. States Parties shall afford one another the greatest measure ofassistance i connection with investigations or criminal or extraditionproceedigs brought in respect of the offences set forth i article 2, includingassistance i obtaiing evidence at their disposai necessary for the proceedigs.
2. States Parties shaU carry ont their obligations under paragraph 1 of thepreseut article in conformity with any treaties or other arrangements on niutuallegal assistance that may exist between there. Inuthe absence of such treaties orarrangements, States Parties shall afford one another assistance in accordance
with thefr national law.
