It is expected that this Session of the Economic and Social
Council will last for about four weeks . Follorring the election of a
President and Vice-President for 1948, the Council will deal with a
lengthy and varied Agenda, ranging from the question of the admission of
tdonaco .to the United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organ-
ication to the problem of Genocide and a draft convention for its out-
laYring. The Council will *consider report's from many of the special Com-
missions, such as the Economic Commission for Europe, the .Economic Com-
mission for Asia and the Far East, and the Commission on Himan Rights
which has recently concluded its deliberations on an International Bill
of Rights. The Government of Yugoslavia has requested the Council to
consider "the damage caused to the Federal Peoples' Republic of Yugo-
slavia by withholding of its gold reserve in the United States", and the
Council will consider the reports of such Specialized Agencies as the
World Health Organization, the International Refugee Organization, the
International Labour Organization and the Food and Agriculture Organiza-
tion .

The Economic and Social Council is composed of representatives
of 18 states elected for three-year ter.,►s . Canada's membership will
expire at the end of 1948 at which time Chile, China, France, the Nether-
lands and Peru will also retire from the Council .
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
