A PROCLAMATION

WVHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the ninth day of
the month of October, 1928, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa, you

were held and constrained to appear. Now KNOW YE, that for, divers causes
and considerations, and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of
Our Loving Subjects, We have thoughit fit by and with the advice of Our Privy
Couneil for Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the
time aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presents enjoining you and each
of you, that on SATURDAY, the SEVENTEENTII day of the month of Novem-
ber, 1928, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa,
there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our gaid Dominion
of Canada and therein to do as may scem necessary. HEREINz FAIL NOT.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to, be hereunto affixed. WITNESS:
Our Right Trusty and Well-belovcd Counseilor the Right bonourable
Francis Alexander Anglin, Chief Justice of Canada and Deputy of
Our Riglit Trusty and Well-beloved Cousin Freeman Viscount
Willingdon, Knight Grand Commander of Our Most Exalted Order
of the Star of India, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Knight Grand Commander
of Our Most Eminent Order of the Indian Empire, Knight Grand
Cross of Our Most Excellent Order of the British Empire, Governor
General and Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.

At Our Government bouse, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said Dominion,
this third day of October, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-eight and in the nineteenth year of Our Reign.
