UNEMPLOYMENT RELIEF

On the orders of the day:
Hon. IAN MACKENZIE (Vancouver

Centre): Mr. Speaker, yesterday I asked the
Minister of Labour a question in regard to
the policy of the government concerning un-
employment relief this winter, and at the
time hie made a very acceptable statement.
H1e did not, however, exactiy answer my
question. It was Ihis: When does the min-
ister think ha can submit to the house a
statement outiining the exact poiicy, the
relations between this governrnant, the prov-
inces and the municipalities in order to take
care of the unempioyment situation during
the coming winter?

Hon, W. A. GORDON (Minîster of Labour):
The question asked is obviousiy one that
should not and probabiy could not be
answercd. The policy this government wiii
adopt wiii be made manifest frorn tirna to
time and a statutory report wiii be made as
contemplated by the statute.

Mr. J. S. WOODSWORTH (Winnipeg
North Centre): The minister toid us yester-
day, in this connaction, that no one naed
suifer. There are in rny own city today
thousands who are suifering, and I think the
poiicy of the government wili have to be
announced in the very near future or the
situation in the west wiil be very serious.

Mr. SPEAKER: Is the hon. member ask-
ing a question?

Mr. WOODSWORTH: May I ask the
minister how soon the needy of my own city
and other western cities are going to be cared
for? Does this mean that I arn to have no
reply whatever to a vary reasonable question?

Mr. GORDON: If I arn assured that the
hon. member is through, I wiii be very giad
to repiy to him. So far as the needy in the
c ity of Winnipeg are concerned, as in ail other
cities, if the responsible officiais of the city
of Winnipeg and the responsibia govcrnmantai
officers of the province of Manitoba find they
are unabia to carry the burden of taking care
of those who are unabie to take care of them-
selves in regard to food, fuel, clothing and
sheiter, and make representations to this gov-
ernrnent, then this governmcnt is prepared to
taka appropriate action to sce that no one
suifers.

DISARMAMENT CONFERENCE

On the orders of the day:
Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING

(Leader of the Opposition): During recent
months two hon. memnbers of the government
have spant a good deai of time in Europe at-
,tending the Disarmament conference. I shouid
lika to know whether this house may expeet to
receive from either or both of those gentle-
men a report on the proeeedings of the Dis-
armament conference, sorne indications as to
how matters now stand, and aiso, as to the
representations made on behaif of Canada at
the confarence?

Sir GEORGE PERLEY (Acting Sec.ratary
of Stata): The Disarmament conference re-
port is being prepyared and is just about ready
to be givan to the Prime Minister as Secretary
of State for Externai Aifairs. I need net ra-
mind my right hion. friend that the Disarma-
ment conference has net yet coneluded. It is
expected to meet again in the near future and
this report can be only in the nature of an
interimi one.

INTERPRETATION 0F PROVISIONS 0F BRITISH

IMPORT DtTTIES ACT, 1932

On the orders of the day:
Right Hon. R. B. BENNETT (Prime Min-

ister): Mr. Speaker, a question has been
raised as toi the interpretation to be piaced
upon the provisions of the Irnport Duties Act
passed by the parliamient of the United King-
dom on Mardi 11 1932. It will perhs.ps be
recalied that subsection 2 of section 4 of that
act reads:

(2) In the case of goods which are shown
to the satisfaction of the commissioner-
