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in connection with the housing problem. I
asked him at that time whether he was in a
position to tell the house what response pri-
vate lenders had made to meet the housing
problem, and he took the question as notice. I
am wondering whether he is now in a position
to give the house a report on this situation.

Mr, Nicholson: In answering this question,
which I am very glad to do, Mr. Speaker, may
I say that most of the investment or lending
institutions—and when I use that term I am
referring to the mortgage and insurance com-
panies—have been giving some thought to this
problem, as I hope have the banking institu-
tions in view of the amendments to the Bank
Act which have been before this house. We
know from discussions that the officials of
Central Mortgage and Housing have had with
some of these institutions, that the lending
programs are under consideration and I hope
to have a report on the situation within the
next 10 or 12 days. I will be making a state-
ment on the subject toward the end of the
month; I think it would be premature to do so
in advance of that date.

INVESTIGATION OF PROSPECTIVE EMIGRANTS
BY MOUNTED POLICE

regarding all French citizens who wish te
leave their country to settle in Canada?

Hon. Jean Marchand (Minister of Man-
power and Immigration): Mr. Speaker, gener-
ally, the R.C.M.P. makes investigations re-
garding people who want to come to Canada.
There are a few exceptions, for instance Great
Britain and Ireland. Instructions have been
given so that from now on the procedure
applicable to Great Britain and Ireland will
also apply to France.
