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Speaker, I think we are doing everything possible to
handle the matter reasonably at the present time.

Mr. Hales: Mr. Speaker, I should just like to draw to
the attention of the Parliamentary Secretary that I have
had a question on the order paper since October 21
dealing with the Department of National Defence and the
Department of Supply and Services.

Mr. Jerome: That information will be noted as well,
Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Orlikow: Mr. Speaker, question No. 79 in my name
was put on the order paper this session on October 8. It
was also on the order paper last session. It asks for
information about consultants and companies doing stud-
ies for the Prime Minister's office. The Prime Minister
has a large staff and I really do not see why it should
take this long to answer the question.

ber 29 last, I put on the order paper notice of motion for
production of papers No. 145, regarding the construction
of a federal building in Victoriaville, a project which has
been pending since 1955.
