This has to go to the committee and then to
the Cabinet. I cannot tell the hon. member at what
moment the Cabinet is going to decide something.

DATE 0F DECISION ON WHETHER GENERAL QUANG ALLOWED
TO REMAIN IN CANADA

Hon. Robert K. Andras (Minister of Manpower and
Immigration): Mr. Speaker, we are continuing to compile
and analyze the information on General Quang. As I have
said previously, there are many potentially legal complexi-
ties in this case which do not lend themselves to a simple
and easy decision, but I expect to make one very shortly.

OIL POSSIBLE PRICE ADJUSTMENT IN VIEW 0F REDUCTION
IN EXPORTS TO UNITED STATES

Mr. James Gillies (Don Valley): Mr. Speaker, given the
tact that the apparent volume of exports of oil to the
United States is falling below the amount approved, could
the Minister of Energy, Mines and Resources indicate
whether the government is exploring a series of adjust-
ments in the price so the market will be cleared?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister of Energy, Mines
and Resources): Mr. Speaker, the hon, gentleman may
recali that the National Energy Board recommended a
price adjustment last month, which is a clear anticipation
that there will be a slight increase in the volume of
exports. I think one can say that the volume of exports has
been affected as much by the rather sot t market for crude
oil in the United States during this period, not unrelated
to the performance of the United States economy.
