Mr. Foster: Mr. Speaker, 1 really appreciate the parlia-
mentary secretary and the government accepting the
first amcndment. It was one strongly recommended by
the Canadian Federation of Agriculture and the Ontario
Federation of Agriculture who appeared before the
legisiative committee.

With regard to Motion No. 4, this motion simply says
that when the government can make loans they should
be made to Canadian citizens or Canadian residents. It
does not preclude it from making loans to people who
are not citizens of the country provided they are resi-
dents of the country. Some new Canadians who have flot
achieved citizenship are farming and this motion simply
provides for that.
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
