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COMMITTEE ON SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

1.—The Sunday School shall have the right to
elect, subject to the approval of the church, the
members of this committee, who shall all be active
workers in the school, and shall associate with them-
selves any whom they may require as teachers and
officers. This committee, thus enlarged, shall con-
duct the school so as to secure, in their judgment, its
highest efficiency. The Superintendent of the
Church Sunday School shall ]je the chairman of this
committee.
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THE LADIES' ASSOCIATION.

The Ladies' Association is composed of the female
members of the church and congregation. Its duty
is to oversee all work coming specially within
woman's sphere, such as w^omen's and girls' prayer
meetings. Foreign Mission Circle, and Foreign Mis-
sion Band, and Dorcas Society, &c. This associa-
tion also has in charge the raising of funds for
church improvement, and adopts its own plans to
secure them. Its officers are a President, Vice-
Fresident, Secretary and Treasurer, who, with three
others, form an executive committee, and are
elected semi-annuallv.
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
