be brought against the railway, con-
sent to bring the action should ﬂrqt
be secured from the attorney-general's
department. The result of this clause,
as explained by Hon, J. J. Foy, has
been that since it was passed only
21 applications were made by persons
wishing to bring actions against the
rallway. Tiats were granted to 20 of
the applicants and the right to bring
an action was re'tused in one case
only.

‘:”. BE. N, Sinelair,] South Ontario,
who moved for the repeal of the
clause, claimed that it was a hardship
to the people who had any grievance
agalnst the rallway, and that it was
difficult to imagine why such a clause
as thls should exist. Hon. J. J. Foy
called upon him to give a single in-
stance of hardship caused by the
clause, and Mr. Sinclair said that he
could not make public his case.

In replying to the criticism against
the clausé Mr. Foy pointed out that
if the clause were repealed the result
would be that actions would be
brought against the government rail-
way that would# never be brought
against an ordinary railway corpora-
tion.
