When
the company was mutualized -last
January, the stock amounted to $40,-
000,000, This fact meant the company
was owned by a set of individuals,
and the question arose who owned the
surplus of $50,000,000? The charter of
the company requires that the surplus
be added to the capital stock for the
benefit of the policy-holders.”

Disposed of -Question,

He did not know whether the com-
pany was justified in distributing the
surplus among the policy-holders. By
making the policy-holders participate
in the profits, a great legal question
was ‘dispensed with for. all time. He
said: *“The directors had considered
putting the stock in the Carnegie or
Rockefeller Trust. This idea was given
up in view of the fact that the trus-
tees, in time to come, may not be de-
sirable.”

He said that $76 a share was paid
to the stock-holders, which was con-
sidered a low price on Wall street. The
company now belongs to the policy-
holders for all time.

The New York Life and the Mutual
Life had” quoted him as saying that:
“The dividends of the Metropolitan
would always be small” " Mr. Fiske
said he wanted the agents in Canada
to flood the country with that remark,
as it was better for the business man
to get something for a low premium
than to give him something back
which he has been overcharged for on
his poliey.
