SIDELIGHTS ON PHAIS
O PINGAL HUTTON

Li'e Gay But Unhappy—Religious
and Political Differences Make
Sharp Divisions.

For the third time in two weeks
Principal Hutton made an address,
brilliant, witty, polished. First he told
the university of the picturesque de-
generacy of Greece. Next he tore |

Francis Bacon to pieces for the edifi-
cation of Trinity College, and yester-
day the Canadian Club was told of his
trip to Paris. It is the oratorical hat
trick.

Principal - Hutton’s address has al-
ready appeared in print in the Uni-
versity Magazine, but it was prepared
for the Canadian Club, and its oral de-
lMvery had been delayed hy circum-
stances. |

His felicitous manner and many ori-
ginal remarks made it a new paper for
the few who had already had the pleas-
ure of hearing it.

The extremely logical mentality of
the French he regarded as explaining
most .of their characteriftics. Their
logic is very deep, very inexorable,
and like all logle, very narrow, They
divide with -a hatéhet those problems
which Englishmen allow to-merge into
an amicable compromise.

“] dare say there is not one in this |
whal. opody who is an anti-clerical,” |
he observed to the club, “and I dom’t
suppose there is a clerical,” he added
amid laughter. The Roman Catholic
is in England. The battle is
not. It is in Ireland. Only the
semblance of a battle is there.

The most prominent church in Paris
is adorned hy the municipality with a
statue of the last martyr burned by
the church 150 years ago. This statue
stands 50 yards from the church door.
Whether very bitter or very infantile,
such an indication, thought Principal
Hutton, is very French.

Another free thinker celebrated by a
statue in front of Notre Dame, was

man was very unfortunate. He was
burned in the flesh by the church, and
is now drowned in stone by the free-
thinkers.”

Board of Trade Lays Proposal Be-
fore Civ.c Legislation
Committee,

The publicity committee of the board
of trade appuinted to co the ad-
visability of establishing a pubiicity
bureau for Toronto, appeared before
the civic iegigiation and reception com-
mittee yesterday and outlined a scheme
approved by the council of the board

! of trade.

It favéred the establishment of a
bureau under & committee composed
of representatives from the city coun-
cil and’ various associations and in-
teresied parties in the city.

In making this recommendation, the
committee expressed a desire to be
thoroly understood that a publicity de-
partment, the yrocuring of' new in-
dustries, conventions, in fact every-
thing that wou!d make for the fur-
thering of trade and intérests in every
respect.

They also recommended that the con-
tribution from the board’ of trade of
$2000 for the first year be given on the
understanding that the board will be
adequately represented on the com-
mittee.

A meeting to further consider the
scheme with representatives of the
various interests in attendance will be
called by Chairman Maguire of the
legisiation and reception committee at
an early date.

Gourlay and Secretary Morley of the
board of trade.
