Goldwin Smith in Weekly Sun: 'x‘ghe
hideous disclosurss of meat-packing
will be apt to bring up again the ques-
tion” of vegetarianism, which is ono
affecting not only man's body, but his
character; for there can be little doubt
that a milder temperament goes with
a milder diet.
