Prices were a shade higher
early, but sold off later to a cent under
yesterday, from which there has been a
moderate rally. Trade on the whole has
been rather dull and largely local. News
from the northwest generally favorable.
Liverpool closed unchanged to % lower.
Receipts of wheat here for the week
were two million, against two and a half
million last year. Southwest receipts are
falling off, but considerably in excess of
last year. - Duluth reports good export
sales of wheat yesterday. Kansas State
report m@kes the crop 70,000,000, against
93,000,000 last year. The government re-
port indicates 67,000,000.

Wheat—After a brief period of firmness
at the start, influenced by the stéady tone
