Co., agents here for Bank of California, 
withdrew $1,300,000 gold from the sub- 
treasury to-day. This Is one of the few 
Instances that came to light of the lock­
ing up of money through tbe hoarding of 
gold. Most capitalists, however, prefer to 
import gold or buy It In tbe open market 
rather than to take It from the Treasury’. 
At the close the market bad a reactionary 
tendency.
