He stated that Canada has 80 men 
in the territory and expects to have oU 
more at Skaguay on or before -Ian. •>. 
They have 20 tons of supplies now 
stored at Skaguay for transportation 
over the pass, to which will be added 
10 more tons within the next 10 days 
for transportation over the pass.

The Canadian authorities have a post 
at Iaike Bennett, another at Tagish, 
at which latter place 20 men are 
tioned; another post at White Horse 
Rapids, and two posts intervening be­
tween the latter point and Fort Sel­
kirk.

It is the intention of the Canadian 
Government to have a detachment of 
250 men in the territory within the 
next 30 days. This detachment will 
be ready to leave Skaguay on the 15til 
proximo, but the Minister has kindly 
consented to Tiold the expedition that 
they may accompany the expedition of 
the War Department, which will leave 
Skaguay ou or before Feb. 1. ’1 he
Canadian Government has kindly con­
sented to grant escorts to the Amer.- 
can expedition, provided the co-opera­
tion cannot lie consummated.

The Government duties upon all sup­
plies sent in under military control mil 
be waived br the Canadian Govern­
ment.
