 The People-of Oshawa SorQ .on -the
‘Dominion Govarnment,

Dn Accoaunt of the Removal of the
Postoffice to an Inconvenient and
Out-of-the-Way Corner-—A Job to
Benefit a Couple of Government
Henchmen — Denounced by Re-
torl‘-er- as Well as Conserva-
tives—Mr. Dryden’s Defeat Attrib-
uted to His Siding in With the
Interested Parties.

Oshawa is one of the most thriviag towns
on the main line of the G. T. R, east of
J'gronto. While Whitby, Bowmanville, New-
castle and other towns have “petered:‘?ut,”
Oshawa has enterprisingly gone ahead; nct
‘afraid to venture a little to gain much.
With well-laid streets, electric cars, eloc-
tric lights, a well-kept lake front, and in-
dustries employing hundreds of men, Osh-

- awa is a model town and is marred in but
one particular. To use the phraseology of

& postoffice inspector, her ““postoffice is un-
wortky of Muskoka.'

It was not ever thus. A year ago no
one was heard to complain of the Govern-
ment letter office, but to-day, as The
‘World found from actual experience, four-
fifths of the citizens loudly declaim against
the“inconvenience of having the postoffice
on a side street, awdy from fully nioe-
tenths of the population, and all of the
business of the town. :

* The old stand of the postoffice was on
<Simcoe-street, the main thoroughfare of
sthe town, running down to the station and
on to the beautiful lake resort. It was op-

te the express office, in which was the
street railway superintendent’s office, and
_was In every way .convenlent to get at,

Business was centered there, and many
‘of the merchants had leases at long terms,
drawn under the impression that the post-
office would continue to draw trade in
their direction.

Removal Secretly Arranged.
 But, like a thunderstorm from out a
gpleuurt summer’'s sky, the postoffice was
' gilently, secretly and surreptitiously mov-
'ed from a convenient place to an' incon-
venient, awkward, out-of-the-way location,

In a big barracks of a building, on King-
street, away from the line of traffic, on a
sideline of  the electric rallway, In the
midst of fine, empty, idle stores, separated
by nothing from a stationery Shop, is locat-
ed the postoffice of live Oshawa, a disgrace
to any town, but a double disgrace to a
town of Oshawa’s enterprise and position.

The building now occupied by the post-
office has been idle for years, and, when
offered for sale at auction, could not get a
bidder. It was used as a music- hall, but
very Infrequently, and was aliowed to go
to ruin. It was an eyesore to the town,
and the last place on earth im which to
loeate a Govermment otfice.

: A Put-Up Job.

This fact has led to much surmising as
to why Mr. Bosberry, a resident of Oshawa
and member of a Toronto wholesale grocery
store, about a year ago, bought this dilapi-
dated property. - Nine citizens out of ten
believe that an -arrangement for ‘moving
the postofficé had been completed betweéen
the purchaser and the Government previous
to the purchase of this property by My,
Bosberry. Some time in November of last
year it was reported, for ‘thd first time,
thut the removal was to take place. Most
of the citizens scoffed at tité idea, but
when it was ascertained that a change had
really béen dectded upon, a petition against
the removal was at once circulated, and
within 24 hours had the names of 500
prominent property-holders.

Reformers Among the Kickers.

Among the signers were prominent Ré-
formers, who objected to the removal us
detrimental to the publi¢ interest. The pe-
tition was at once sent to Ottawa to the
Postmaster-General. An inspector was sent
to view the sites. He was not the regular
official, but one brought from Barrie, and
who had had but two weeks' experience.
He was a tool in the hands of the partles
desirous of the change. But some time
after, when he learned the true inwardn=ss
of the scheme, he expressed himself 1o
Mayor Folke as dissatisfied with the site
chosen, and eaid: “The postoffice is un-
worthy of Muskoka,”

Government Supporters Benefitted.

It seems quite apparent that the removal
of the office was merely a scheme 1o bene-
fit one or two hide-bound supporters of the
Government. The intention of the scheme
is quite apparent. Mr. Bosberry agreed to
let  the Government have the office free of
rent for ten years. His idea was that whon
the postoffice was located in his block it
would ‘be .the means of finding tenants for
the four idle stores. He is at the Present
time having the block fixed up..The roof
fell in some time ago, and for this reason
he has not been able to secure tenants, al-
though he has’ secured a ‘driggist to oe-
cupy one of the stores. This leavees three
on his hands, and. as soon as the building
is in proper shape they may be rented, al-
though the feeling of the p¢ople of Oshawa
Is so strong against him that any store-
ke¢eper who locates In the block will prob-
ably be ﬂﬁoycoltcd. His scheme is not less
objectionable to the people on account of
the Inconvenience of the location than by
reason of the way it was put through, and
because outsiders have been brought in at
the expense of people who lived in Oshawa
all their lives, If the new block is rented
it must necessarily injure those who own
otber business properties.

‘The only benefit that can accrue to any
one Is to the Toronto capitalist and this
two or three friends interested in the re-
moval.

In order to head off the project- before
it had been consummated; strong personal
representations were made to the members,
Mr. Dryden and ‘Mr. Burnett. Mr. Dryden
interested himself in the matter, and tried
to smooth things over, but not in the only
way they could be smoothed over, namely
by leaving the office where it was.

Mr Dryden Implicated.

The result of last elections proved that
Mr. Dryden has been made responsible to
a large extent for the deal. 1n the last
election he had a minority of 50 yotes in
the town of Oshawa, whereas in the previ-
ous electipn he had a majority of about
380. This adverse vote is attributed whol-
iy to his failure to expose the secandal,
and to insist upon the people of Oshawa
being fairly treated. If a new election
was held this year in Ontario, Mr. Dry-
den would have the same condition to con-
tend with, and many of his former sup-
porters will be found ranged agaiinst him.
It is considered very peculiar that the Gov-
ernment should alienate so many strong sup-
porters, in fact the whole town, in order
to confer a small benefit upon one or two
friends, some of whom do not even live
in the town, and who cannot in any event
give the Government any support. About
30 men employed in Robinson’s tannery are
known to have voted against Mr. Dryden
because the returning of the postofficé was
not insisted upon. Ofe prominent merchant,
speaKing to The World, said: “Mr. Dry-
den is a dead man so far as Oshawa s
concegned,”’ Intimating that he had played
fast and loose In the matter of the post-
office.

The Pctition in Full.

This petition, signed by four-fifths of
the citizens of the town, shows how live an
issue the postoffice remaining is:

That the late change In the location of
the postoffice in. this town has caused gen-
eral dissatisfaction and inconvenience;

That it was effected-in spite of a largely
signed petition and vigorous individual re-
{presentations to the contrary;

That we believe that the request for the
removal of the office did not.arise from
any dissatisfaction on the part of the pub-
li¢ with the old location, but was prompted
by -one or two individuals pecuniarily in-
terested;

That the removal was brought about by
the offer of a low rental for the purpose
of engbling a citizen to lease other por-
tions of the same property to the injury
of other parts of the town;

That the building from which the post-
office has been removed is still under lease
for postoffice purposes, is»substantially and
safely constructed, conveniently located on
the main thoroughfare to the rallway depot,
and the owner expressed his willingness
before the removal to remodel the building
and reduce the rent, and would have done
so If a request had been made, or If the
office had been allowed to remain, and we
belleve he Is still willing to make such
changes as will meet every convenience
and the requirements and approval ‘of the
Department;

That since the removal  the of the
building in which the office now Is has
fallen in and greatly endangered the
safety of the public; i

That the postal revenue of Oshawa Is
larger than any town in this district, and
should entitle it to public buildings, but If
these are not granted the interests and con-
venience of the citizens and public gener-
ally should be first considered, and not
sacrificed, to the aspirations of one or two
private individuoals;

That a large number of Liberal voters
dabstained from voting at the late election,
and several voted for the Opposition candi-
date to emphasize thelr resentment at the
manner in which the town had been treat-
ed in this matter.

-In view of the above facts, and In be-
balf of the cause of right and justice, we
beg most respectfully to urge upon you the
advisability of returning the postoffice tg

The total horse power. in motors used by
electric power consumers is 3036, but the
power in actual use at any one time would
not exceed 1200 horse power, or 40 per
cent. of the gross total. “The cost per
electrical horse power havidg in most cases
been estimated, taking ‘the motor as run-
ning full time, the rate, of course, was
brought down very low. Some had not In-
cluded firemen nor engineers into the cost
of steam power, taking only into account
cost of fuel. Thus in one case, where the
engine was stated to be over 200 horse power
and the cost per horse power hour 4-10 of
a cent, it would be more correct to state
that the horse power was 66 and the cost
14 cent per horse power hour.

Seven Reasons,
The safeam users in all, with' 233 plants,
from one up to 300 horse power, exhaust
16,802 horse power. Deducting 10,000 horse
pewer for Toronto Street Rallway, Torouto
Electric Light Co., Incandescent Light and
Corporation . plants, there would be left
6802 horse power, - for commercial
plants., Of this amount nearly 1000 horse
power might be supplied by electric power
or gas as cheaply as-at present, but for the
remaining 5800 to 6000 horse power it Is
useless, he goes om, trying to persuade the
manufacturers to change from their pre-
sent methods for the following reasons:
1. They have the steam plants already
installed and are well satisfied with them.
2. A very large percentage of them use
refuse for part of their fuel.
3. For heating, drying, etc., boilers must
be kent.
4. The larger plants would have to keep
their steam plants as auxiliary in case of
breakdown of lines, generators, ete.
5. Having the steam plant on hand an eXx-
penditure of capital would have to be made
for the installation of electric motors, with
no apparent return for same.

power, although large, bears such a small
percentage of the cost of the finished goods
or the output, that little or no hope can be
held out for such places changing to elec-
tric power.

Extensive Use of Steam.

In breweries, laundries, dye works and
such plants where large quantities of water
are boiled by steam, electricity could not be
adopted. /The ratio of heating water by
electricity to that of steam is as 1 to 15,
or in other words, it would take 15 times
more power to heat a given quantity by
electricity than by steam, which puts it
entirely out of the question. Heating by
electricity cannot be: considered at all, ex-
cept fer small quantities, and used only
momentarily. "“The gas engine does not
figure so prominently in the city ‘as it might
there being only 621 horse power.

of power, providing a good engine can be
obtained, which appears to be a difficuilt
matter. In my opinion the gas engine will
not displace any of the present electrie
power, but it may displace some of the
steam plants from 30 to 80 horse power.
Hydraulics v. Elecetricity.

In the matter of hydraulic power, it
would pay every elevator owner, where his
bill for water is from $15 per month and
upwards, to change to electric at the pre-
sent rates as charged by the Toronto Elec-
tric Light, Co.

The amount of Steam power which might
be supplied by electric power is 1000 horse
power,which, added to the 1200 horse power
now consumed, would make a total possible
consumption of 2200 horse power for com-
mercial purposes, exclusive of lighting at
The maximum = amount
of electric power that would be required
for commericak purposes at any one time,
exclusive of aré and incandescent lighting,
would not at the present time exceed 3500
horse power, and should the street light-
ing, private are and incandescent lighting
be included, this amount would not exceed
8000 horse power. It would only reach
this amount for two hours at the most, dur-
ing - the winter months, from 4 to 6 p.m.,
dur'ng which time the light load would
overlap the power load, and the average
load for the 24 hours would be a trifle over
2000 horse power for the whole year.

More Facts.

The number of steam users in “the city
is about 350; of gas power users 6 or 7.
Among steam users who run their cwn
plant, there is no inquiry for electrical
power or for cheaper electricity, as an In-
ducement to them to put out their steam
plants and adopt electrical power, and it
would appear that the limit of the en-
croachment of electricity into steam has
been reached, and that any further use of
electric- power for manufacturing purposes
would have to come from other industries
than those at present locatel here, and
that even then it would only come from
small nsers of power.

“In conclusion, therefore,”” he says, “I
wish to state tbat, including the hydraulie
and those of thé steam users who might he
induced to change to electrie, the amount
of power that might be obtained over and
above that already supplied by the elee-
tric light companies, would not exceed an
average daily use of 1200 horse power, and
for a large percentage of this amount the
gas engine stands on an equal footing.”
