It 1s not ten
duys ago that one member of the Opposi-
ton received such a letter from one of this
gang ofhmﬂ'ians.

Comniission Could Not Be Got.

There Is no’ tribunal ‘at which a thor-
ough investigation of the machine could
be made, unless it was an nonest, inde-
pendent tribunal, and this was seemingly
uot to be had. The Ministers have said
ncthing to the people of Ontario of the
outraged honor and self-respect of the peo-
ple. ‘t’he party press had done its duty.

Hon. George E. Foster, ex-Minister of
Finance, who was next called on by
Chalrman Macdonell, was given a perfect
ovation. As he advanced to the front of

the platform he was greeted by vociferous
cheers fromthe vast  audience. Renewed
cheers followed his salutation to the con-
course. While he knew that he had In On-
tario and in Toronta so many warm friends,
he said, he was not feolish enough to be-
lieve that the cheers were so much for
him as for the cause which he represent-
ed, that of the Liberal-Conservative party,
which had done so much to elevate and
build up this part of the North American
continent as a part of the British KEmpire,
from which the germs of this nation came.
[Cheers.] He could see in this audience,
reflected in their faces, a warm-hearted re-
collection of the m#in who of all men had
done so much to “bulld up this pation,
Time had, during the past 21 years, since
the inauguration of that policy which has
been the factor in {the building up of this
{country, mowed down the ranks of the ad-
mirers of that great Britigh--American,men
Wwho had been tried and had stood with him
In his great work, but there had been left

What His Duty Was,

Mr. Fostér then said he had a duty to
perform in reference . to an occurrence
which took place in this city and
on this platform, about a fortnight
or so ago, when a large number
of people were assembled in this
Massey ~ Hall, a. great many of those
bresent probably<amongst them to listen to
the exposition of Sir%Richard Cartwri ht,
that gallant knight/}that old warrior,
that old fighter, that man of right, on what
the Liberal party ?gl or mis-did during
their last three yeas® of political life, He
(Mr. Foster) sympathized with Sir Richard
himself with the task he ‘had to perform.
It was indeed an’ungracious thing on the
part of. the men who turned down de-
liberately the only: mian in their party
in this eountry who ‘had the sole right,
combined with the Knowledge and ability,
to be their Finance Minister, and they
shunted him off to that haven of rest, the
Ministry of Trade and. Conmimerce. With re-
ference to that positlon a few years ago,
Sir Richard Cartwright himself had moved,
seconded by Mr. Mulock and Mr. McMul-
len, a motion declaring that that portfolio
was as,useless ay the fifth wheel to a
coach, ‘[Laughter, It was nngracious of
these men at Ottatva to deuheratel{ turn
him down after he had so referred to this
portfolio.

The Knight's Manner Changed.

Mr. Foster sald he had noticed, as the
andience must have noticed, that
there was a chanfed tone in the old
knight’'s manner when he spoke the other
evening. His lion’s foar had been moder-
ated. Things bad changed. He used to
talk on-all the platforms of the country
about th? curse of the growing debt, the
curse of the rising expenditures, the curse
of the grinding taxation, and the curse of
the robber protection tariff, and all that
sort of thing. but the other night he turned
and he blessed the :increasing debt, he
blessed the grinding® taxation, and  the
blessed the increased expenditure, and, over
and ahove all that with a little slde bless-
ing he even let the robber N.P. pass by.
[Cheers and laughter.] Mr. Foster had
heard it said that the tissues of a man’s
body changed entirely during seven years,
He would not vouch for that, but certain-
Iy there had been a wonderful change Ip
Sir Richard in three years. And Sir
Richard went on changing. He could re-
member, only a few years ago, when, so-
lieiting the suffrage of the country, Sir
Richard and his colleagues said: “Put us
in. We will do better than the Liberal-
Conservatives,” and they had got In on
that promise.

The Liberals were In the first year of their
administration, and as not much was being
done, they changed their motto, “Don’t dis.

*‘Don’'t move us yet, we willsnot do any
worse than the Liberal-Conservatives might
have done if they had tried.” [Cheers.]
Puring the first year, when objection was
made to the present Administration, the
objection was silenced by the assertion:
““But, don’t you see that we have Sir Oliver
and stout old Sir Richard. They are both
in the Cabinet.”” But Sir Oliver soon found
that he was in uncongenial company, and he
vamoosed the ranch.” [Laughter.]

A Good Parallel,

Now, if there had becen one silent man
in the Commons during last session it was
Sir Richard Cartwright. He went outside
to give his views. e had come to Toron-
to to give his views on the platform of
Massey Hall. Wasn't there a man by the
name of Farr, who could not be found when
Parliament was In session. when the com-
mittee wanted him? He (Farr) did not like
to appear before the committee because he
might be cross-questioned, but as soon as
Parliament was over, and the committee
had been discharged, Farr appeared before
a proper personage and took a solemn oath
and gave his evidence in that way, and
The Globe, in a moment of weakness, In-
serted the affidavit of Mr. Farr.

[Ch era-& They had a leader, a man
who stood side by side with Sir John Mac-
donald in the openlmf times of confedera-
tion, who was one of its fathers, who stood
beside him in the Innugumtlon of the Na-
tional Policy, who stood beside him in the
building up of the nation and who has out-
lived him, but who to-day has the tigor
and guwer and exgerlence that has made
Capada to-day, [C eers.] It ill became Sir
Richard Cartwright to taunt the Opposition
with baving no policy when that Opposition
has sustained and adhered to the ‘policy of |
this country for the past 20 years.

Sir Richard’s Rank Assertions,

The speaker then referred to one or two
assertions made by Sir Richard, which
would test the -eredibility of the man.
One statement he made In this hall was in
reply to a question as to what the Nationsl
Policy had done for Toronto, he who knew
Toronto, who had walked about the streets,
to whom Toronto was an open page, made
the astonishing statement that as far as the
city of Toronto was concerned the last six
weeks had seen as much bullding going on
In it as the city had seen for six
months or six years preceding that six
weeks. This, Mr. Foster sald, was a won-
derful statement to make. [ Laughter.] He
said that In the years 1893 to 1808 there
were not bullt as many buildings in Toronto
as for the six weeks which had elapsed be-
tween July 1 and Aug. 10. But that state-
ment bad been made with the same em-
phasis that had charaeterized all Sir Rich-
ard’'s statements. What was the proof.
Mr. Foster had before him a certificate,
signed b{ E. Coatsworth, City Commission-
er, and in this statement it says that for
the six years preceding July 1, the value of
the bulldinﬁs erected In Toronto was $7,-
410,606, while the value of buildings
erected during the six weeks amounted
to $80,465. [Laughter and cheers.] That,
sald Mr. Foster, is a sample of the state-
ments made by a gentleman who for the
past forty years or more has made political
tours of the country, and who knows the
city of Toronto, and who has heen In a
position to exercise his powers of observa-
ti¢n. [Cheers.]

More of Sir Richard’s Fakes.

Sir Richard had also made apother state-
ment that there had been as much progress
in the last three years in the Dominion of
Canada as had taken place in the preceding
thirty years. He had made this statzment
twice and had said he could prove it. Mr,
Foster would leave the audlence to Judge.
Now, was this a reasonable statement 1o
make? [Cries of “Ne, no.”’}] Now statistics
showed the progress of a country, and sta-
tistics showed the trade of a country. In
thirty years, from 1868 to 1806, the trans-
portation facilities of the country had in-
creased 600 per cent., while during 1896 to
18499 there had been an increase of just 2%
per cent. [Cheers.] The tonnage of ship-
ping employed also showed the growth of
the country. During the thirty years In
question the tonnage had increased 70 per
cent., while during the three years it had
increased 13 per cent. Coast shipping had
ircreased likewise 170 per cent. and 8 per
cent. during the second period. In railroad
tonnage the increase in the thirty years
had been 300 per cent., in the three years
20 per cent. Insurances on risks had in-
creased 800 per cent. in the thirty years
and 13 per-cent. in the three years, and
80 on, Mr. Foster quoted the figures for
fire Insurances, deposits in chartered hanks,
deposits in savings banks, all in-the’same
prcportions, showing the rank fallacy of
Sir Richard Cartwright's statements on the
Massey Hall platform. He also referred to
the population, which had increased 59 per
cent.'in the thirty years and 5 per cen*. in
the three years. This showed the progress
and prosperity of the country, the founda-
ticns of ‘which had been laid by the inau-
guration of the National Policy.

The Weorld Was Depressed.

Mr, Foster then went on to show that
Sir Bichard Cartwright, for his own pur-
poses, had used figures In 1893-96, which
ended a period of depression all the world
over. Perhaps Sir Richard had never heard
of the depression between 1874 and 1879.
Had he not heard of this period, when
the ‘trade had decreased instead of in-
creased? But Sir Richard knew that the
total trade of the five years ending 1805
was higher than any five years in Canada
since Confederation. [Cheers.] He " then
quoted figures from the blue bogks to back
up' his assertion.

A Politieal Text,

If he were a political preacher, Mr. Foster
sald he would divide the text under threse
hends. First, What have you promised to
do? Second, What have you dome? And
third, What has been done for you? Now,
before this Government came Into power,
did they or did they mnot promise to do
certain things before the electorate of this
covntry? When the Conservative Gover:i-
ment last brought down a budget for $38,-
000,000 the Liberals declared that it was top
much for this country to spend and that
the Conservatives ought to be put out of
office. Sir Richard had sald that Mr. Fos-
ter had cooked the accounts. This was a
grave statement and he defied Sir Richard
Cartwright to sdy that the accounts had
been cooked. It was an era of commercial
depression during the last flve years the
Conservatives were in office, and between
1800 and 1895 the Conservatives had remit-
ted $19,600,000 of taxation trom the pockets
of the people on sugars to tide them over
the hard times.

Thése Liberal Promises,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier on this platform in
Massey Hall had declared that the expendi-
ture could be cut down from $2,000,000 to
5,000, “It is now $38,000,000,” he said,
“and we can cut it down two or three mil-
lions,” whereupon Mr. David Mills added:
“Yes, four millions.” Now they have been
in power for three years and they have
not proved this. From 1892 to 1896 the
customs revenue of this country averaged
$19,839,684; in 1899 it had risen to $25,382,-
553, an increase of $5,500,000. This was
how the Liberals had performed their
pledge with reference to the reduction on
customs taxation. Then take enstoms and
excise together. From 1802 to 1896 it ave-
raged $27,700,000, and for 1899 it averagad
$35,023,000, or an increase of seven and one-
third millions of dollars. This was how
they performed their promilses and added
to the taxation. The total revenue from
1892 to 1896 averaged $36,400,000, but last
year, 1809, it amounted to $46,796,368, or an
ingrease of ten and one-third millions of
dollars, taken out of the people of this
country in 1899. [Hear, hear.] So much
with reference to taxes; now as to the ex-
penditure. The total expenditure for all
purposes, according to Mr. Fielding’s re-
port, averaged from 1802 to 18K
$42,141,000. In 1896 it was $41,700,-
000, but last year it was $50,802,000, while
the estimates for 1809-1900 are $34,500,000,
or an increase of $13,500,000. [Hear, hear.]
This year also $6,500,000 of railway subsi-
dies had been brought down. [Cheers.]

What About the Tariff ?

“What about the tariff ' asked Mr. Fos-
ter. Sir Richard Cartwright has adopted a
new set of phrases. This ‘grinding and
Fruinous taxation’’ he is now calling the
gross income. [Laughter.] The ‘robbery
tariff’”” be now calls the high revenue tarii.
Let us see what It is like. From 1880 to
1887 the Natlonal Policy was in force and
was fought by the Liberal party in Parlia-
ment and out of it. The average dutiable
and undutiable goods from 1880 to 1887 was
261 peér cent. and the average to day is
28.98 per cent. Yes, this was under the
high revenue tariff, but the fizures from
1880 to 1887 were under the National Policy
tariff. From 1888 to 1896 the average was
30.8 per cent., and ffom 1897 to 1899 it is
290 1-3 per cent. Taking 1898-1809, it is
28.08 per cent. The tariff rate on the basis
of 1892-1896 was 17.47 per cent., and the ave.
rage for 1898-99 is 16.76 per cent., a redue-
tion of 71-100 ¢f one per cent. The per capita
taxation from 1892 to 1806 averaged £5.53;
in 1809 it averaged $6.58, or an increase
of $1.03 per head for the people. The total

ed was $7.14 per head in 1896;
80, alfo a large Increase, The
per head was $8.14 in '06;

Mr. Foster then showed the enormous
railway subsidies’ and increased liabilities
entered upon by the Liberals during the
three short years they had been in power.
They had added $32,000,000 to these liabili-
thes,

The Canadian Pacifie Railway,

He then dwelt on the great work done by
the Liberal-Conservative party In the con-
struction the Canadian Pacific Railway,
which had opened up Manitobs and the
Northwest, with their thirty to thirty-five
millions of bushels of grain this year for the
markets of the world. He also showed how
the Liberals had opposed in 1894 g subsidy
of $108,000 to open up the coal fields of the
Crow’s Nest Pass. Sir Richard had opposed
this subsidy tooth an nail because he said
the Government didn’t own the coal lands
there. He objected to the whole system of
subsidies; then, in 1807, Sir Richard gave

630,000 to open up these same coal lands,
[Cheers.] The countr{l to-day was rcnplns
the benefit of what the Conservatives dj
in 1880 to push through the C,P.R., and
make it possible that the Crow’s Nest Pass
road could be bullt. Cheers.]

The 21st Anniversary,

Mr. Foster then reverted to the occasion
of this meeting, the 21st anniversary of the
Inauguration of the Natlonal Policy, which
was the culmination of the policies that had
preceded it. It meant that at that time
this Dominion made a declaration that from
that time forward Canadian resjurces were
to be developed by Canadlan labor. that
Canadians were to be protected in their Ca-
nadian industries by a Canadian tarifr, It
was then that notice of Canada’s stand for
Independence was given. That policy had
Been inaugurated and successfully carried
out for 21 years, and they were here on
this platform to-night as Liberal-Conserva-
tives to speak of the frults of that measyre.

his measure is administered to-day by the
opponents of the National Policy, If had
become to-day the apparently setiled policy
of Canada, and by this policy the Liberai-
Conservative party had reason for existence
to-day, and a claim upon the geople of %l‘;‘s
country. If it is true that $1,500,000
worth of foreign agricultural implements
came into this country in less than a year
then this country has need for ' the
Conservative party. Mr. Foster then showed
how it was necessary to prevent further
sacrifice of our mineral resources to foreign
countries, and he dwelt upon the lead du-
ties. There was great reason for the exist-
ence of the Liberal-Conservative arly in
Canada, [Hear, hear.] It would not be
very long before the Liberal-Conservative
party would come Into the rightful posses-
sion of what was their own, [Loud cheers.]
But the Natlopal Policy was more than g
tariff rate. The National Policy as Sir
John Macdonald inaugurated it meant the
opening up of the great transportation SYS-
tems of this country and transport facili-
ties within the couniry and from this coun-
try to other countries. All came in under
this great policy., [Cheers.] 1In the face
of op‘gosmon Canada had ships (;:lylng with
the Orient, with Australia, and with Eu-
rope to transport her goods to foreign coun-
tries and had there been no change in the
Government there would have been to-day
steamships plying between Canada and Eu-
Tope, vessels equal to anything reaching
New York. [Cheers.] When the Liberal-
Conservatives went out of power threc
lvlears ago this wis in sight; now the sarvice

ad gone out of existence entirely, [Cheers,]
The Liberal-Conservatives did not MNmit
their National Policy in Canada. Every
step it took meant added strength to the
reat British Empire. He also said the
iberal-Conservatives did not believe fn
building up foreign ports as transshipping

The Plebiscite,

In closing Mr. Foster said the temperance
eople of this Dominfon @id not ask the
r%’the plebiscite. That is
resolution with reference. to
(fp scite was put im by the party
itself, and for purposes which it best knows.
The object of it was professedly to ascer-
tain the will ‘of the eople, and then
to act In accordance with that will when
it was ascertained, The will of the people
has always been ascertaimed in this country
by the majority of people who go to the
Polls. There -was no intimation that' any
 Gifferent rule would be exacted in this case
from the others. There was a question in
the House as to whether the expressed will
of the people would be asked in the ysual
manner, or somcthing else would he ‘con-
sidered. Sir Wilfrid replied that the ex-
pressed will of the people would be the
guide of the Government. A vote was
taken and the voters voted by a majority in
all the provinces of the Dominion but one
in favor of the plebiscite. The majority of
the whole Dominion is recorded in favor of
the plebiscite. These two contending par-
ties, those opposed and those in favor of
prohibition, went into the contest on certain
conditions. After it 1s all summed up, what
Is the word that goes to the worﬁi? Sir
Wilfrid stands up 1n the House and declares
that there was a secret agreement -which
existed - between the leaders of the
parties, temperance and anti-temper-
ance, by which it was uniderstood that
nothing could be done until the majority
of the total of the electors on the voters’
lists of the country had been thrown in
favor of one side or the ‘other. Mr. Fisher
later on acknowledged that he bowed to the
statement of the Premier, and consequent-
ly knew that this secret arrangemént ex-
isted, and as a result of that the temper-
ance people of hoth parties in this contest
see that from the start there was no frank-
;Jgss, and that the dies were loaded against
em,

A volce : 'What would you have done?

Mr. Foster: I would never have pre-
mised the people of this country that I
would do this unless I intended to do it.

The speaker declared that the Liberal-
Conservative leaders held to their promises.
‘A pledge should be sacred,” said he, “and
If I didn’t carry it out I would consider it
would be my duty to resign.” [Cheers.]

A voice: Would yon support the law
that the people have asked for?

Mr. Foster: I am both a temperance
man and a prohibitionist. A prohibitory
law is feasible when it is founded on the
solld convictions of the people of the coun-
try, and the only way that conviction ean
be translated into/law is to place in Par-
llament persons pledged to support it. The,
only way Is by sending a majerity of prod|
hibitionists to Parliament, and, 1 may say;
I will be one of those men. [Applause.]

In conclusion, the speaker congratulated
the audlence upon the 21st anniversary of
the Natifonal Policy,and exhorted all Lib-
eral-Conservatives to stand by the prin-
ciples and thelr policy, which was hoth
Canadian and British from beginning to
end. He prophesied that In the great fu-
ture the deeds of the Liberal-Conservative
party’s -past rule would be written in gold-
en letters,

An ovation was tendered the speaker as he
sat down. E. B. Oslér, M.P., moved a
vote of thanks, and it was cheered to the
echo, The band played and sang ‘/God Save
the Queen,’”” and hundreds climbed upon
the platform, to meet the speakers as the
meeting closed.
