J. C. Hopkins Thinks a Preferential
Tarifi is Solution.

The members of the Canadian Club, at
their lunch at Webb's yesterday, were
given a very interesting talk by J. Castell

, Hopkins, on the benefits which Canada
and the Empire at large wquld recelve
from a preferential tariff. He combate
the view expressed by Prof. Shortt in a
recent speech, that Britain's complicated
commercial interests were her safeguard
against war with the rival nations of
Europe. He believed that under a pre-
ferential tariff Great Britain would have an
opportunity to develop her resources, unite
the widely scattered, colonies, and great-
ly Increase their population, while she
would be able to defy other nagions.

Mr. John Lewis of The Globe thought
that it would be quite a problem to per-
suade England to abandon free trade and
to get Canada and the other colonies to
favor a preferential tariff. He showed
how . the prosperity of the United States
was due largely to the free intercourse
existing between the different States, and
contrasted these conditions with those eof
Furope, where high tariffs separate the
countries.

Mr. W. A. Douglas also fa#ored free
trade, and made a plea for the universal
brotherhood of man.
