‘Organized to Meet Transatlan-
~tic Competition.

Emperor Likes Morgan

Berlin Aug. 25.—Cabie advices from
New York to the effect that Mr. J.
Pierpont Morgan and Mr, Charles M.
Schwab contemplate an international
working agreement with the German
and British iron and steel industries,
similar to the transatlantic ship com-
bination, have been received and are
regarded here without any ' special
alarm, for the German iron and steel
corporations have now completed a
cl‘ose syndicate, the object of which is
-primarily to offer competition to the
United States steel and iron exporters,
especially in the Xuropean, British,
African and Asiatic markets,

This so-called ‘‘sale syndicate” has
armed itself with a rebate or bounty
fund to encourage exports within the
last few _»months, and since the wvisits
of Mr, Morgan and Mr. Schwab to
this couhtry all the largest steel and
iron works, which have hitherto re-
mained independent, have joined the
“kartel,”” which has no capitalization,
but a central board of management,
to which are referred all orders and
all questions of production for home
consumption and export, and which
issues onrders appertaining to wages,
hours of labor and political subjects.

German iron and steel exporters are
now stmaining hard te obtain a foot
hold in Seouth Africa, and large re-
bates are offered for exports of ma-
chinery and finished iron and steel
products in that country.

The wisit of Mr. Morgtan to this
country was regarded with open dis-
trust, despite the assurance of friend-
ship between him and the Kaiser, and
in order to prevent American capital
obtaining options on more German
steel and iron works a odlose corpora-
tion has been formed, which includes
oper{a‘lnrﬂ in the iron and ore mines.

A royval commission, headed by Count
Tiele-Winckler, an owner of mines
and a leading financier of Germany,
Ieaves here within a few days for the
United States.

Threatened Strike of Bakers Settled
By an Equitable Adjust-
ment of Wages.

Hamilton, Aug. 25.—The promoters
of the Modern Telephone Company
are not yet out of the woods. The
City Council at its regular meeting
this evening gave consideration to the
matter, thru the bylaw being passed
to it by the Finance Committee. The
aldermen talked a good deal about
the company and the probability of it
carrying out its promises., Ald.Dunn,
chairman of the committee, said he
did not feel called on to support the
bylaw which he regarded as of no
benefit to the citizens.

Ald. Findlay said he would like to
see lower rates, but preferred to see
the Bell Company do the reducing.

Ald. Kerr delivered quite an on-
slaught on the ‘new company. He
considered the telephone company a
sort of monopoly, but would have the
government regulate the rates, He
moved in amendment that the bylaw
clause be struck out of the report, and
that the whole matter be rererred to
a special committee, to be named by
the Mayor.

‘t'he vote stood 7 for, 10 against. A
complaint was made that all the votes
had not been recorded, and on a sec-
ond count being made, the yeas were
Y and the nays 10, losing the amend-
mendt.

Later in the evening the bylaw was
given its first reading, and when in
committee of the whole on the sec~
ond reading, Ald, Kerr geturned to the
fray. He moved a motion similar to
his former amendment, referring the
byla'w to a special committee, It was
carried by a vote of 10 to 8, Ald.
Findlay and Ald. McFadden changed
irom the nay to the yea side, and
Ald, Domville was absent. The Mayor
did not name the special committee
to-night.

Statement of a Toronto Citizen Who
Recently Visited That
Section.

Frank Vipond, editor of The ﬁon&’ of
England Record of this city, returned
from Winnipeg Sunday. In conversaz
tion with The World, he expre
himself as wery ‘optimisticl. fo1} the
future of the Northwest. No one who
had not visited the country could form
an adequate sdea of s enormous
possipilities, It was essentially a
young ‘man's country. Labor w.as
plentiful, not only in the various agri-
cultural branches, but in the mercan-
tile as well. There was room for
the professional man as well as the
mechanic, and it surprised him that
there were not more of the former
seeking a livelihood in the West.

Class of New Settlers.

In answer to a query, as to the types
of immigrants, now mettling in - the
Northwest, Mr. Vipond stated that on
the whole they were of a very deu'u:-
able class. He .emphaized tnis fact
more especially in the case of the
United States, ’

Said he: *“When you take into cou-
sideration the fact that these Ameri-
cans are progressive farmers, in most
cases owning or having owned farms,
you cannot doubt for a moment as 10
their value as settlers. In many cases
these farmers, recognizing the possi-
bilities of Western Canada, gell their
farms at the rate of $16 per acre, emi-
grate to Canada and purchas‘t:
equally as good a farm for some §.

“Is there any danger of Western
Canada being annexed to the United
States?”

Feel Some Alarm.

“Well, yes, the British part of the
inhabitants do feel a little nervous on
that score, The American settler is
for the most part conservative in his
ideas, and, naturally, strong in favor
of the Stars and Stripes. But, under-
stand me, I do not for a mement
expect such -an occurrence except in
the event of the predominance of the
American, which, to present appear-
@nces, is very unlikely. There were
boundless opportunities for the East-
ern manufacturer, but it was neces-
sary for them to wake up if they
were to successfully cope with Ameri-
can invasion.”

SPECIAL POLICEMAN STABBED.

——
3000 Miners Prevent Non-Unionints
From Opening a Ceolliery,

Hazelton, Pa., Aug. 25.—August Scheuch,
aged 56 years, a special policeman in the
service of the Lehigh Valley Coal Com-
pany, was assaulted and stabbed on the
outskirts of the -city to-day, while at-
tempting to rescue his son, William
Scheuch, a non-union workman employed

at the company's No. 40 colliery, from a
m'oh of about 3000 strikers, who :Had gl:lth-
ered from all parts of the Hagelton region
on the roads ieading to the mine, tp frus-
trate the plang of the company for a
partial resumption of operations with a
uon-unfen force of 250 hands.

A majority of the non-uniom men were
taken to the workings in a special train
with witich the strikers did not attempt
to interfere. Young Scheuch, who lives
here, walked from his home toward the
eclliery, and t¢hus fell into the hands of
the pickets. Most of the eclothing was
torn from hlg back in the struggle which
followed. When his father rushed to his
ai@®, the mob set upon the elder man, who
was finaliy rescued by a mine foreman,
and removed to the Miners' Hospital,

Scheuch was stabbed in the breast and
on each hip, kicked in the abdomen and
siruack on the head with a stone. His
injuries are not serious. The knife which
sank into_ his breast, struck a rih, and
that probably saved his life.

The effort to prevent work at the mine
was successful. The report of a resump-
tion at the Cranberry colliery of A. Par-
dee & Company caused about 500 men to
gather near the mine to-day, but no at-
tenr pt was made to start work.

Representatives of the People’'s Alliance
went to New York to see Morgan, but

failed.

“RICE GANG” RUSE

Succeeded in Buffalo — Policemnn
Dead—Three Prisoners Escape,

Buffalo, Aug.25.—About 11.45 o'clock
to-night while Policeman O. Shickler
was guarding three prisoners in a pa-
trol wagon taken from the corner of
William-street and Fillmore-avenue,
on the East Side, to No. 8 Police Sta-
tion, one of the men pulled a gun
and shot Shickler thru the head. As
soon as the shot was fired all three
prisoners made their escape, and it is
thought left the city on a Lake Shore
train. Shickler 'was taken to the
Emergency Hospital and his condition
is so critical that it is not thought
he can live thru the night. The names
of the prisoners are not known.

MILLIONAIRE COMMITS SUICIDRE

Honolulu, Aug. 16, via San Francis-
co. Aug. 25.—A. G. Mitchell, reputed
to be a millionaire from Michigan, a
passengerf .on-'the steamer Coptic,
committed suicide Aug. 12, when the
vessel was three days out from San
Francisco.

It was believed by the
steamship people that he was swept
under by the propellor.
