‘That was the date the prop-
erty was entered in the name of Wil-
liam Forster, who had recently pur-
chased the 19 Markham-place lots. The
witness by that could recall that a few
days later Forster's name wag erased
from 18 of these lots to show owner=
ship by the persons whose names
Woeeds wanted substituted.

The rough book exhibited showed
failure on the part of someone to prop-
erly rule this jtem. Mr. Riddell was
anxious to learn who had neglected
their duty. ‘The responsibility was not
traced. It appeared from further ex-=
amination that as a matter of office
routine the book was never so ruled
except when actual changes were
made in the amount of assessments.
