An official report says that the num-

er of casualties was largely inernas-
ed by the neglect of persons to remain
indoors and who insisted on looking
out of doors and windows when vol-
leys were being fired by soldiers or
rioters. Residents of the city say they
received no orders to remain indoors.

Nelidoff, the - Russian ambassador at
Paris, or other Russian negotiators, to
reach Washington and as there will be
little preliminary work for them to do
until the Japanese terms are submutted.
