overlooked the even greater wealth that is
almost at their very doors, and within
86 hours’' ride of their most populous cen-
ires. While they have been overlooking
this vast mineral tract of land Americans
have gone in and acquired the greater por-
tion of their iron ranges, known ag the

‘While those
Interested in ‘‘bearing’” the stocks may be
able to buy them in p, or, in other
words, freeze out the small holders, in the
end I believe they are injuring themselves
and deferring the development, to some ex-
tent, of this vast area of country, and
discouraging their own capital from seek-
Ing investment there, allowing American
and English capital to go in and ‘“pick the
plumse.” The trouble all along has been
that the Western Ontario country was too
near {its business centres.

Continuing, Mr. Hoare expressed his re- |
gret that Mr. Mason had made his hupns—i
sioned attack upon a friendly nation. *I|
have hoped,” said he, “that the time would |
come when either mediation between Gre:lt]
Britain and the Transvaal should be offer- |
ed by the Government, or that the posi-
tion of the American people would be made
S0 clear as to bring about peace. I sup-
pose that the attitude of the people of the
United States for those of Great Britain is
one almost of attachment and love.” |

Mr. Hoare sald that if Great Britain were |
wrong in the present contest, she was re-i
garded by patriotic people precisely as |
they would regard their own Government |
if they were wrong. He did not believe he |
sald in the doctrine: *‘My country, right or
wrong,” and did not think the people be-
lieved in it.

Britain Just Like Spain,

In a brief speech Mr. Lodge said that
about three years ago the S{runlsh Minis- |
ter resident in Washington had made an
‘attack on Senators, “I regarded that
attack,” sald Mr. Lodge, ‘as highly im-
proper, and I called the attention of the
Senate to It. Spain was then engaged in |
pressing the life out of Cuba. but that
was not the reason I spoke.
