THE NEW YORK MURDER
IS FAR FROM SOLVED

Brother of Eisie Sige! Victim of New York Trunk Mystery

Arrives to Ildentify an

Arrested Suspect—Something

About the Chinese Missions .

Schnectady, N. Y., June
Sigel, brother of Elsie Sigel, the victim of
the trunk mystery in New York, arrived
here early today for the purpose of identi:
fying the Chinaman arrested here yester-
day, and determining whether or not hye_
is Leon Ling, in whose room Elsie Sigel's
body was found. Sigel was accompanied
by William Reich, a New Xork central of-
fice detective. They went to the new Ven-
dome Hotel, and retired for a few hours
sleep, planning to visit the jail during the
morning to see the prisoner confined there,
who declares he is Chu Hop, but whom
the police are detaining on the t}{eory.that
he may be Leon Ling, or an individual
who may throw light on some feature of
the murder mystery.

It is a notable fact that the Chinese Mis-
gion and “Girls’ Recreation Rooms,” .con-
ducted by Mrs. Frances Todd at No. 10
Mott street, was closed for the Summer
Saturday night, twenty-four hours after
the body of Elsie Sigel, one of its fore-
most. workers, was found -in the apart-
ments of William H. Leon, the American-
jzed Chinaman, who had long been ‘a fre-

-guenter of the place.

The only explanation left by Mrs. Todd
was that she was going away to spend the
pest of the summer with her son. ‘

The other missions in the neighborhood
were running full blast yesterday and last
night, as though nothing unusual had oc-
curred. :

The Morning Star Mission (Baptist), at
No. 17 Doyers street, in which Miss Helen
Gould is said to be interested, presented
8 scene of animation. The place, as large
s an ordinary school room, was filled with
tables. The supgerintendent and the pas-
tor, both Chinamen, were present, and at
the tables were seated twenty or thirty
Orientals. Seated with them were white
men and white women, teaching them the
English language by means of the Bible.
This session was called “Sunday school.”

Most of the teachers were women Of
twenty-five years, all intelligent looking,
and one or two more than passably pre-
possessing.

At one table were seated a man of forty-
five, a girl of fourteen and two Chinamen.
The girl sat between the Orientals, and
in the mind of the one on her left she
peemed to be) instilling Biblical ‘truths and
8 knowledge of English simultaneously.

Even more animated was the scene at
the Methodist Chinese Mission and Pre-
paratory School, at No. 42 Mott street. It
was both larger and busier than the
Morning Star. The place is under the
general management of the Rev. F. N.
North, but the superintendent is a China-
man. Conspicuous at one of the rear
tables, were eat a comely young white
woman as a teacher, was a well-fed China-
man, dressed in a blue serge suit, light
trousers newly creased, a white vest that
fairly glistened, a high turn-down collar,

On the teacher’s right sat a younger and
less prosperous looking Oriental, and when
the school stocd up to sing, after an hour’s
absorption of English he it was who held
onto.one side of the hymn book while the
teacher gripped the other.

as Newman, made a spirited defense of the

- “We don’t know this Chinaman, Leon,
nor Miss Sigel,” he said. “They have had
nothing to do with us, nor we with them.
We are here for a higher purpose. I have
a daughter engaged in this work with me,
and I intend she shall keep on. F
would not permit her to come here =
I don’t think it would be wise.

“When men and women associate to-
gether in this way, teaching and learning,
it is only natural that they should form
some sort of an attachment for one anoth-
er.
“We try to guard against cases like
these, and when we see that a white
teacher and her Chinese pdpil are becom-
ing too fond of each other, all we can-do
is to request him to leave the school.’

Father Ernesto Copno. of the Italian
Church of the Transfiguration, in the
heart of Chinatown, said yesterday:

“We Catholics take an interest in the
Chinese, but we do not believe in having
women labor among them. Instead, we
have imported a Chinese preacher and a
catechist, and, besides these, we have one
of our own priests who is detailed to
work with them.

“Men are men, and women are women,
whatever their nationality, and we con-
sider it dangerous to have them laboring
together. Scandal is almést certain to re-
sult. Particularly is this true wmen young
white women come in contact with single
Chinamen, or with married Chinese who
have left their wives behind them in their
native land. I do not believe in Chinese
misgions as they are conducted in this
neighborhood. The Chinaman, ordinarily,
has very little idea of the value of relig-
ion, but my observation has been that
most of those who adopt the Christian re-
ligion are sincere.” =

A patrolman said: “It is sickening to
see a good-looking white woman walk
along the street linke’l with a Chinaman.
Yet this thing has been going on for
years. It is all the fault of these missions
where the white girls treat these Orient-
als as their equals.

“I know this Chinaman Leon very well.
He is about 5 feet 712 inches in height,
weighs 155 or 160 pounds, and is both big-
ger and better Jooking than the ordinary
Chinaman. He is a particularly good
dresser and very smart. e is just the
sort of a Chinaman who would charm a
white girl who could admire a Chinaman
at all, and he is just like the rest of these
mission frequenters, who boast to their
friends of their familiarity with their

teachers.”

PERMANENT
. PAVEMENTS
Thts Matter is Likely to Occupy

the Attention of the A'der-
men for Some Time.

The question of permanent pavement is
likely to occupy the attention of the alder-
men for some time. At yesterday’s meet-
ing of the committee appointed to deal
with the mayor’s inaugural address, a re-|
commendation was adopted which is aim-
ed to have the council cemmit itself to a
policy of doing a certain amount of per-
manent street work every year. The re-
comendation is that a sum of not less than
$50,000 a year be used for this purpose, -

SEA MONSTERS IN
A DEADLY COMBAT

Passengers and Crew of Steamer
Esparta See Novel Sight on
Trip to Boston

Boston, Mass., June 22—A remarkable
‘fight between sea monsters was witnessed
by the passengers and crew of the steam-
er Esparta, which arrived here from Port
Limon, Costa Rica. The thrilling battle
occurred south of Nantucket South Shoals
lightship between a whale and another
great. fish believed to be a swordfish.
The whale was vanquished.

The whale was the only one of the two
fighters . visible to, the passengers iand
crew. The great mammal lashed its tail
violently, churning the water into a mass
of foam, while it was believed to be at-
tacking the swordfish with its teeth. Sev-
eral irregular plunges appeared to indi-
cate successful lunges by the fish be-
neath, and finally the great whale was
seen to throw its massive bulk clear of
the water and then sink from sight.

. a Little Princess This Morn-
ing—Spanish’ Monatchs are
Highly Pleased

toria gave birth to a daughter at 6.25 a.
m. today.

BISHOP SCORES

Bishop McFaul, of Trenton,
Says Harvard, Yale eor
Princeton Stould Neot Be
Patronized by Roman- Cathe
olics.

New York, June 22—The desire of Ho-
man Catholic parents to get their children
into society by the associates whom they
meet in the great non-sectarian universi-
ties of the country, was strongly condemn-
ed here last night by Bishop James A.
McFaul of Trenton, N. J., in his address
to the graduating- class of St. Francis
Xavier College. :

“What we want,” said the bishop. “is
to send them to Catholic schools where we
teach them the commandments. Harvard,
Yale and Princeton are undermining
faith and teaching immorality. If the
