Paris, June 22—Recommendation that 
,an international financial conference be 
held in Brussels to mobilize German 
money and issue international loans

Toronto, June 22—Crop prospects in 
Canada, from coast to coast in regard 
to grains, fruits and vegetables, accord­
ing to reports gathered by the Canadian 
Press, Limited, today, give reasonable 
ground for optimism as to Canada’s agri­
cultural and horticultural production for 
the year 1920.

In the fruit growing districts of East­
ern Canada, the prospects are for bump­
er crops, and there is already great anxie­
ty as to securing help for the harvesting 
of them. Strawberries are already com­
ing in, and other smaller fruits may be a 
glut on the market in some districts. 
Apple crops promise well. *

Western Canadian wheat reports are 
optimistic. In some parts of Ontario 
record crops of wheat and oats are pro­
mised, while other grains are also doing 
well. „

The same is true, generally speaking, 
of the reports from Quebec and the mari­
time provinces. Potatoes are doing well 
in practically all centres, although the 
afea seeded was restricted owing to the 
high cost of seed.

The various pests are making them­
selves felt; cut worms and grasshoppers 
are being fought with every weapon 
known to agricultural science. There is 
still danger of frosts, and the help prob­
lem is ever in sight, but so far as actual 
growth is concerned, Canada’s crops, 
according to the reports received today, 
are in a remarkably favorable position.
Quebec.

Montreal, June 22—The amount of 
grain now reported to be in storage in 
this city is as follows : Wheat, 4,549,813 
bushels ; corn, 5,941 bushels; oats, 236,- 
381 bushels ; barley, 805,401 bushels; rye, 
920,259 bushels; flaxseed, 17,918 bushels ; 
total, 6,534,714 bushels.

The prospects of fruit are reported to 
be moderately good.
Nova Scotia.

Halifax, June 22—Officials of the pro­
vincial department of agriculture state 
that crop prospects in Nova Scotia at 
the present time are most encouraging. 
An unusually large crop of roots, grains 
and potatoes has been seeded and pres­
ent indications are that a record harvest 
as regards these commodities will fol­
low. It is estimated that the apple crop 
will total one-half of last year’s record 
harvest of 1,500,000 barrels.

Londonderry, June 22—Firing was re­
sumed in several parts of this city early 
today after a comparatively quiet night.
Several persons were killed in the riot­
ing here yesterday and scores were more 
or less seriously injured. Military forces 
patrolled the streets during the night.

Today they were guarding the danger 
points in the centre of the city. Addi­
tional troops are being sent here from 
Belfast. There were no deliveries of 
milk or bread in Londonderry this morn­
ing;
Trouble in Dublin.

Dublin, June 22—An automobile car­
rying the assistant-director general of the 
Royal Irish Constabulary and four con­
stables were attacked with revolver fire 
and bombs when en route from the 
Amiens street station to Dublin Castle 
today. Assistant Director General Rob­
erts was severely wounded in the head 
by a revolver bullet, but is expected to 
live, and the driver of the car was shot 
in both legs. No arrests have been 
made.

The motor was met with a fusillade 
of bullets when passing under a railway 
bridge, but the badly wounded constable 
driver continued at the wheel while an 
uninjured companion returned the fire.
After shooting had gone on for some 
time the assailants threw two bombs.
Nothing is known as to the dasualties 
among those who made the attack.

The general body of the Sinn Feiners 
welcome the situation and are solidly 
behind the railwaymen. The railroad 
workers’ refusals to run munition trains 
have been progressive, and now extend 
to the point of declining to Carry either 
soldiers or police and even rifles. There 
have been cases where soldiers, to se­
cure places in trains, have attempted to 
prove they did not have ammunition, 
and others where they have left their 
rifles behind.

A strike would hurt Irish trade, but 
as yet no voice has been raised against 
it, except from the Unionist faction.
Military authorities would suffer no in­
convenience because they have ample 
motor transportation facilities. It is 
pointed out that food difficulties attend­
ing the strike would rather affect Eng­
land, which gets enormous supplies of 
Irish produce, while Ireland is self-sup­
porting. Stoppage of coal traffic, how­
ever, would hamper Irish industries.

Los Angeles, June 22—A survey early 
today of the damage done by an earth­
quake last night indicated that Ingle­
wood, ten miles southwest of here, suf­
fered much more severely than was at 
first reported. Twenty-one business 
buildings in the town were practically 
destroyed, the place was deprived of 
light and gas and scores of dwellings 
were seriously damaged.

Many plate glass windows in Los An­
geles were shattered by the shock, sev­
eral buildings were otherwise damaged 
and persons were struck by bricks shaken 
from chimneys. San Pedro, Long Beach, 
Santa Monica and Venice also reported 
minor damage.

The death of Mrs. Wm. Shippy of 
Los Angeles in Venice, a beach resort, 
was attributed to the earthquake. She 
jumped from an automobile following 
the tremor and fell dead from heart dis­
ease.

The earthquake area was confined to 
Los Angeles county, Inglewood bearing 
the brunt of its severity. The front 
walls of the Inglewood Hotel, a theatre, 
an undertaking establishment, a real es­
tate office, three grocery stores, two meat 
markets, two garages, a pool room, a 
drug store, furniture store and other 
dowiffown buildings collapsed.

Several persons in Inglewood were 
slightly hurt by falling plaster and 
bricks and broken glass but no serious 
injuries were reported.

The Edison building and the Laughlin 
building, formerly separated by a space 
of a few inches, were found to have be­
come closely jqined after the shock- 
Cracks over the main entrance to the 
O. T. Johnson building in Broadway 
showed the effects of the tremor.
