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CANADIANS WIN
ANARD OF VALOR

Gallantry of Toronto Lieutenant—
Military Medal for Courage on
Field

' London, April 20—The Military Cross
has been awarded to the following Can-

adians:

Lieut. Benjamin Richard Allen, find-
ing wire uncut, blew up a portion and at-
tempted to make his way through the
remainder and was severely wounded.

Lieut. John James Campbell, belonging
to Galt, was returning one pight from
outposts when a shell killed one signaller
and wounded another. Lieut. Campbell
carried the man over a mile of shell-
swept area.

Lieut. Angus Johnstone Cameron went
through a barrage, rescuing five wound-
ed and recovering five bodies. :

Lieut. Arthur Cooper, cavalry. His

covering party covered approach to main |

body so successfully that the enemy re-
ceived no warning.

Lieut. Arthur Justin Cowan traversed
a barrage and recovered a wounded Ser-

geant.
Lieut. Alexander George Donald at-
tacked and captured a machine gun, kill-

ing the whole crew, also the personnel of
a bombing post, and destroyed two oc-
cupied dugouts, finally withdrawing his
party safely.

Lieut. Percy Gilman, although wound-
ed and gassed, worked a machine gun
under intense fire until it was clogged
with mud from repeated burying. He
then wjthdrew 200 yards, cleaned the
gun and returned to his position, re-
maining there all night.

Capt. Sydney M. Johnson located gaps
in the enemy’s wire and led a party with
great fearlessness, capturing six.

GERMANS INVENT
AN INVISABLE GAS

Have Commenced Its Use On the
Western Battlefield — 20,000
Wounded Return to Ranks

Amsterdam, April 29—Speaking before
the main committee of the Reichstag,
Lieut.-General von Stein, Prussian min-
ister of war and state, said that 20,000
men wounded in the battle on the west-
ern front have already returned to their
regiments, according to German news-
papers received here. He inferred from
the small number of Americans captured
that not many Americans had as yet
been sent to the front line.
