Boston, April 24—Standing in the door­
way of a tower on the south side of the 
Boston and of the new Cambridge bridge, 
Lucien Donnohue Tennant, 25 years old, 
of Cambridge, a first year student in the 
Graduate school of Business Administra­
tion, Harvard University, committed sui­
cide by shooting himself through the right 
temple. An ivory handled revolver was 
found clutched in his right hand following 
the discovery of his death by Dominick 
Connors, a bridge attendant.

The euiçide- graduated from De Pauw 
University, Terre Haute, Ind„ in 1912 and 
lived in that city.

Medical Examiner Magrath found mem­
bership cards and other documents in the 
pockets of the dead man that led to the 
identification. Dr. Magrath said that he 
knew the relatives of the young man and 
that he would personally notify them. This 
statement by Dr. Magrath ended perm­
anently the investigation of the police, 
who do not know why Tennant killed him­
self.

Carpentier has prov­
en himself too good a fighter to be credited with a case 
of “cold feet.” A boy who has had battles with such men 
of Papke, Klause, George Gunther, Marcel Moreau, Bands­
man Rice and Cyclone Smith within, the last few months, 
is not very much afraid of the cars. George Gunther, a 
colored 158-pounder, is a pretty tough proposition for any 
of the middle-weights, as he has proven many times, and 
Carpentier knocked him out in fourteen rounds.

The truth of the matter is Carpentier is getting beyond 
the middle-weight limit and cannot make the weight any 
more, that is, he cannot do 160 pounds, and the chances 
are he refused to put up a forfeit for any such weight 
now. About 170 would probably suit him much better. 
The trouble is the Frenchman has been badly trained at

-------- :----------JP times and has made weight that simply “killed" him when
he got into the ring. He is over six feet in height and 

only coming twenty years of age, so it can easily be seen that the boy’s frame is 
such that he should scale over 1Ç0. He should develop into a good heavy-weight, 
and if he can only retain his speed, science and strength, he will be heard from 
in that class. It will not be surprising to hear of Carpentier being matched with 
Bombardier Wells, of England, before lo ng. Both are of about the* same build, and 
with the Frenchman’s increasing weight there will be little difference between 
them.

John Keats is Dead.

The death of John Keats of New Haven, 
one of the world’s oldest boat-builders and 
a contemporary of Bob Cook and other 
famous kale oarsmen, removes a well- 
known and highly respected follower of 
rowing. He built the boat in whi$h the 
Yale crew of 1875 rowed. This was the 
beginning of his fame and he _spon built 
for the Middies, Wesleyan, and Courtney, 
the Cornell coach. He was at one time 
employed by the late John Blakie of Cam­
bridge and it was with a view to having 
the college boats built at home that Keats 
was induced by Yale to start a shop at 
New Haven. 1

Mr. Keats built shells for Oxford before 
moving to the United States and after 
a four-year residence in Cambridge he re­
turned to England, married and brought 
his bride to the

Pierce in England.
