marks. Dr. Weber and Colonel Krie
bel, accused of being Hitl ¥’s aides, re-
ceived like sentences.

Henry Purnet, who 1Is Ludendorff’s
stepson, and Lleuts. Bruekner and
Wagner were given 15 months and faed
100 marks each.

LOANISLIKELY

Queensland Premier Says He
Has Had London Embargo
Raised.

London, April 1—It is announced
that Hon. E. G. Theodore, Queen-
land’s Socialist premier, has been suc-
cessful in his efforts to induce the Lon-
don money market to raise the embargo
placed on Queensland Government
loans because of alleged insecurlty
arising from the Queenstand set. Mr.
Theodore now announces that, thanks
to concessions he made rcgaréing the
offending statute, all differences have
been removed and the way iz now
clear for the flotation of the £25,000,000
conversion loan

He
and Eitler were deluged with a mass
of floral tributes which had been sent
to the courtroom in anticipation of
the verdict.

Despite the widespread police pre-
cautions the streets leading from the
courthouse were quickly jammed with
tnobs of joyous admirers of both lead-
ers, who were greeted with deafening
cheers, punctuated by crief of “Down
with Von Kahr, Vor Lossow and Sels-
ser.” Recent despatches reported that
the three former Bavarian officlals had
gone to Italy for their health.
