LAWYERS AND ** rnowms

It is not a little singular, but it is nevertheless a
fact, that when a; party is arraigned before the
Courts, charged with a violation ofthe eriminal law,
the sympathies of a certain class of lawyers go out
towards him immediately, as if the law were some-
thing which members of the légal fraternity were
specialiy set to frustrate. So‘mixed up do the
plainest facts become in the hands of this branch
of the legal array that the moment & man is placed
in the dock, from that moment he becomes a poor,
persecuted fellow, whom society is represented as
doing to death. He is, apparently, the only one
entitled to have his rights considered.
has wrongs to redress.

He alone
He alone is a sufferer from
the circumstances of the case.

The matter of the recent Carleton outrages is in
point. Some eight or nine houses were entered in
the dead of night, by a party or parties who were,
apparently, thoroughly acquainted with the modes
of gaining ingress to these premises, as in every
instance the speediest and surest method of secur-
ing admission was employed. At least one half of
the security was violated
were occupied by unprotected females, as, for in-
stance, the Roman Catholic Convent, the house of
the Carroll sisters, Mrs. McCordoek’s residence,
and that of the Misses Beatteay and Williams; and
this fact makes the outrages attempted or com-
mitted on the respective parties all the more cow-
ardly and villainous. In all these imstances, the
culprit chose a time at which he was comparatively
safe from detection, as it was invariably an hour when
there were few or no persons, exeept criminals like
himself, on the street; when all exeept thesick would
be wrapped in soundest slumber; when the night
was dark from fog or mist or other natural cause,
the lour selected being itself the very darkest of any
in the night. He had removed his shoes from his
fect and taken all other needful precautions against
being heard or leaving such foot-prints as might
lead to detection through the measurement of his
boots or shoes. “In every respeet he acted the part
of an active, accomplished, determined burglar,
and the fact that no person has been positively
sworn to as the culprit, except in one instance,
(whatever susp may be ined) showed
that he was no common scoundrel, while the mystcrv
vas only d d by g that

had been connected with the series of outrages
which followed each other in sueh quick succes-
sion.

Under clrcumsmnces such as these it might fairly
have been assumed that something was due to the
law, something to public safety, something to those
whose lives had been threatened, their homes in-
vaded and their honor assailed, especially when
these parties were female occupants of houses which
were temporarily unprovided with male protectors,
the women of Carleton having trasted to the laws
of their country and the honor of their neighbors
to afford all needful protestion to their persons and
their homes. It might have been considered that
the good of the community reguired not only that
the culprit should be discovered and punished, as
guilty of crimes which could not be overlooked, but
that the evil tendencies of others should, by a salu-
tary enforcement of the law, be kept in check, and
a pred ition to vice d; for it might
fairly be assumed that if one or twe persons might
commit such outrages and go unpunished, others
| viciously inclined, who are to be found in every
‘community, would not be slow to give the rein to
their passions and their criminal ingenuity.

But it seems this is a great mistake. There is but
one person deserving of sympathy,~—the man Mc-
Laughlin, whom two assaulted ladies identified in
the strongest possible manner, in the course of evi-
dence which for clearness, candor and intelligence
has not been excelled in any Court of Justice,—the
same man as was found in the Cathelic Convent be-
tween three and four o’clock in the morning, and
who, the ladies of the Convent declare, was the only
one who forcibly entered the premises, although
he claimed, when questioned, to be there to protect
them against some other unknown scoundrel whom
he had seen breaking in !! - The rest of the commu-

1 nity amount to nothing ; and for MeLaughlin’s pro-

tection every legal artifice and every legal safe-

{ guard must be employed, that so good a citizen,

so clean handed a man, may not bc unjustly
punished, or even suspected of being con-
nected with such untoward proeeedings! While
lawyers are ‘ransacking their brains to bring out
harmless the man who has been identified as the
culprit, the Press naturally comes in for a share of

censure; and THE WATCHMAN istreated as a giant
offender because it collected and put in shape re-
liable facts—nothing but facts,~—descriptive of and
bearing upon the outrages. The Warcumaw's
facts do not appear to have been relished by those
who have made MecLaughlin’s eause theirs, and
who can not therefore look at matters from thesole
stand-point of the public interests. -This is not
surprising,—for it has often happened |that free
discussion and free publicity have served the ends
of justice,—which is about the last thing that those
who are retained to defend mid-might “ prowlers”
wish to see worked out. And the same thing,

doubtless, will happen again, as long as newspapers_
are published ; for however mistaken they may be
in supposing that the publi¢ interests are worth
caring for, that suspected criminals do not consti-
tute the whole of society, or that there is any good
reason for exerting oneself to secure punishment
fior outrages on defenceless women, it is probable
that there will be some journalists so hardened and
undeeling as not to take a eriminal lawyer's view
of their duty to society. The Press, | properly
han dled, can aid the administrators of the law, can
even be of service to Courts amnd jurymen, and, at
times, can even take as impartial and candid a
view of a criminal case as a feed lawyer who may
be wholly wrapped up in his elient’s cause. Sucha
statcment may startle such lawyers, but that itisa
sole:mn fact may be proved by the present and
futuire course of THE WATCHMAN, if the gentlemen
of the Bar will only be carefiil to devote an hour
of eagh week to a study of its columns.

THE SYMPATHETIC NATURE OF CHRIST.

A sermon preached by Elder Hiram Waliace,
Pastor of the Charlotte Street Congrega-
tion of the Disciples of Christ, on Sunday
evening, August Sth, 1875.

BY OUR REPORTER.

“ And when he had thus spoke, he cried with a loud voice,
L\mrm come forth.—And he that was dead came forth,

| bound hand and foot with grave clothes: and his face was

bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose
him and let him go”—{St. John, tith chap. 43-44 verses.

Bethany, or, as the name imports, “ the house of
dates,” is about two miles north-west of Jerusalem.
To get to it from the city the traveller descends into
the Valley of Jehoshaphat, crosses the brook Ke-
dron, now dry, passes over. the Mount of Olives,
rising above the city, and, descending on the other
side, he will see the village of Bethany, which is
- | separated from the city by the Valley of Jehosha-
phat and the Mount of Olives. There are now
only remaining twenty stone-built houses, which
bear the ravages of time.

In this beautiful village, nestling under Olivet’s
Mount, Jesus spent a portion of his time when
laboring in Judea ; or, when teaching in Jerusalem
during the day, he would often go out to Bethany
inthe cool of the evening, with his disciples, to
enjoy the quiet and repose which it afforded, pre-
ceding the resumption of his work in the city on
the morrow.

Here Lazarus dwelt, also his sisters, Martha and
Mary. This was, doubtless, a happy family, for
where love, virtue and piety are, true happiness
will always be found. But hours of darkness come
to all. These pious ones were also called to taste
of the bitterness of life. Lazarus sickens and dies.
The sisters are left, alone, to mourn his loss.

. At the time of the sickness and death.of Lazarus
Jesus is absent. Because of the faithfulness and
ncy of his teaching, the Jews are enraged
ag-\mat him. They attempt to take his life, but es-
caping out of their hands he goes beyond Jordan,
where John, at the first, baptized. Itis here the
messenger, who brings the tidings of the sickness of
Lazaras, finds him,

‘We would suppose that Jesus would 1mme(hately
return to Bethany to cure the sick ; or, at least, to
comfort the afflicted. But *the Lord’s ways are
not our ways.” Jesus remains two days longer in
the same place, and then proposes to his disciples
to return to Judea. His disciples are surprised
and alarmed that he should think of imperilling
his life, and reply : “ The Jews of late sought to
stone thee, and goest thou thither again?” Jesus
replies: “There are twelve hours in the day. _If
any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not,
cause he seeth the light of this world. % By this,
he meant, that the work he had to.do, he would
have time to accomplish. He has now a work to
do at Bethany. “Our friend;, Lazarus,” he informs
them, “sleepeth ; but T go that I may awake him
“out of sleep.” He comes to Bethany. Martha
meets him, and, with a heart filled with grief, she
exclaims, “Lord, if thou hadst been here, my
brother had not died.” So strong was her faith in
the power and love of Jesus that she felt assured he
would have saved him from death, and restored
him to health, and still she has hope that Jesus may
interpose in their behalf—for she adds, “ But even
now, whatsoever thou wilt ask of God, God will
give it thee” Jesus saith to her, “Thy brother
shall rise again”” Martha saith unto him, “I
know that he shall rise again in the resurrection at
the last day. Jesus said unto her, “I am the
resurrection and the life: he that believeth in me,
though he were dead, yet shall he live; and who-
soever loveth and believeth in me shall never die.”
Glorious trath! Here was onewho had “ the keys
of death and Hades,” who was “the resurrection®
and the life.”

Mary also comes and gives utterance to her grief
as well as her confidence, in the language of her
sister : “ Lord, if thou hadst been here, my brother
had not died.” Jesus, having asked where they
have laid him, accompanies the sorrowing sisters
to the grave, and whilé the tenderést emotions of
his own heart are stirred, he looks up to God in
prayer, then directs his gaze into the opened tomb
and cries with a loud voige, “ Lazarus, come forth.”
The summons is obeyed,’and Lazarus again lives.
Such is in brief the miracle before us.

Let us draw, continued the préacher, some plain
lessons from it.

1st. We are taught the trnc natural love of the
Saviour.—I have said “natdral love of . the
Saviour,” for I desire for a moment that we view
Jesus as a man. "We shall not forget, too, that he
was Divine; indéed the foundation alike of the
Church and all our best hopes is “that Jesus is
the Christ, the Son of the Living God.” Yet he was
also God manifest in flesh. As a man he talked,
and walked, ate, and slept. "As a man he suffered
hunger, thirst, cold -and weariness. So also as a
man he Joved his followers and sympathized with
the sorrowing of earth. How natural are the words,
“ Jesus loved Martha, and her sister, and Lazarus.”
The message sent by him is equally touching;
“He whom thou lovest is sick.” Jesus himself |
recognizes this strong, pure friendship when ‘he
says, “Our friend Lazarus sleepeth.” How natural
that when he found persons attached to him ; plac-
ing an unlimited confidence in his excellence and
truth ; sympathizing with him in his trials and
work, he should have his affections drawn towards
them so that he would love them even more than
he loved many others. Even among the chosen
twelve there was one whom he loved more than he
loved the others. That disciple who leaned upon
our Saviour's breast at supper and usually sat
nearest to him is spoken of “as that disciple whom
Jesus loved.” How much then, except in sin, Jesus
became like ourselves.

From the life of Jesus, therefore, we learn it is
not wrong to love some more than we love others.
Jesus did. If not corrupted by sin, it. is natural,
as it is right, to love that which is pure and good ;
hence those who exhibit these lovable traits of
character and excellencies of life, which are in the
sight of God of great price, will be loved. We
learn also that if we would enjoy the esteem and
love of the good and noble of earth, we must place
before-them such evidences of a pure heart and a
good life as will win their esteem.

Another lesson which we may profit by is

2. The sympathy of Jesus. The word Sympathy
is thus defined: “ Feelings corresponding to that
which another feels. Fellow-feeling.”. When we
can enter into the sorrows of others, so thatin a
sense we can make them our own, thenhave we
sympathy for them. Beautifully did Jesus make
the sorrows of these weeping frierids his -own. He
comes to the grave and stands beside these sisters
from whom their brother has been suddenly snatch~
ed by the hand of ‘death. He knows the strength
of the tie that has bound them to each other. How
great the grief caused by its separation.
sorrows become his own. ‘He groans in spirit
and is troubled,” He weeps with, and for them
This is sympathy. How many thousands of the
people of God in hours of affliction have been
cheered by the assurances that in Jesus they have
a friend who knows their griefs and who makes
them hisown! Have you not, brother or sister,
when called to mourn the loss of some loved
friend, labored and prayed that you might
be saved from so severe a trial, yet had to bear
it? And have you not, when you thought yourself | w;
friendless aud alone in the world, and your cross

too heavy, turned your eyes to Jesus, cast your
burden on him, and were enabled to rejoice that he
was making your sorrows his, and helping you to
bear the load? Precious truth; Jesus loves us and
sympathises with us!

The preacher, after tonching upon the God Nature *
of Jesus, remarked in conclusion: Shall we, then,
fear to go to him? Why should we doubt; or hesi-
tate to trusizhim? When the Arch-angel’s trump
shall sound, then all will hear his voice. Trust in
Him. Endeavor to serve Him. Walk in renewed
faith. Strive to serve bim in mind and in deed,
and when Christ shall' again appear we shall then
see him as he is and walk with him in glory.

The discourse was characterized throughout by a
simple eloquence ; full of affectionate interest in the
spiritual welfare of the congregation.
