a snbsidy of $5,000 a year. This second
scheme gave us considerable frontage of
deep water wharves and a grain elevator
but no dry dock. Finally, after much
discussion both by the board of trade
and dominion council, the second and
modified scheme was defeated and Mr.
Leary who had purchased property on
the west side for the purpose of erect
ing his wharves and docks, found it
thrown on his hands and gave up the
attempt to provide St. John with harbor
facilities. We-do not propose in this
place, or on this occasion to argue the
merits of either of the two Leary schemes,
further than to say, that in the opinion
of the Gazerre the otiginal scheme, if
carried out, was the most favorable one
this city could bave bad, because it in-
volved the bringing in of money
for expenditure in this city from subsid-
jes granted both by the Dominion and
Proyincial Governments. Ifit had been
carried out, we would have had a com-
plete system of deep water wharves and
warehouses, and a dry dock, and would
have been in a position to do & very ex-
tensive business in winter. As things
stand at the present time there does not
seem to be any prospect of our harbor
facilities beir~ improved. When the
present commic council was sworn in
it was expected that asits members had
rejected the only scheme of harbor im-
provements then before them they
would take steps to substitute something
in its place. It is needless
to say that these steps have not
been taken. The people who declared
before the recent election that the city
should own its own wharves, have not
displayed the slightest disposition to
authorize the expenditure of any con-
siderable sum of money for harbor im-
provements here. We have a short line
railway connecting us with Montreal,
but it is comparatively useless for freight
purposes, for such wharves and ware-
houses as are required do not now exist.
We commend the consideration ofthis
matter to the attention of the common
council, who ought to know that the
people of St. John, patient as they are,
will resent the neglect of their interests
and the failure of the council to do any-
thing for the harbor.
