Some Imposing Naval Maneuny-
ers are to Occur This
Week.

London, July 13.—A majority of the
newspapers, express themselves as satis-
fied with the adoption of the deceased
wife's sister bill, after forty years ot
agitation. The  important question
now is, will the government giye the bul
a chanee of passing the house of com-
mons as 'well as the house of lords., it
is believed that at he least two-thirds
of the members of the lower house are
in favor of the measure, while outside
it can safely be said that the mass of
the .people, except a .section: ‘of the-
‘chltllfeh”party, is also in favor of the
bill.

" Baron Herschel, formerly lord chan-
cellor, and a Liberal, in a crisp speech,
demolished one of the leading™ argu,
ments put forward by the Bishop of
Ely, who appealed to the canonical law
as denouncing the marriage of a man
with His wife’s sister. Baron Hersechel
retorted that the cononical law equally
forbids the ‘marriage of first cousins,
which the church of England allows.

Lord Dunraven made a telling point
when he produced a *“wkip”. sent to the
Catholie peers, in which Cardirai Vaug-
han declared that he Lad the autbority
of the pope to call upon all Catholies to
oppose the bill. Mhis has been seized
upon by the newsparers to-day as an
interference with English politics, and it
is certain to intensify the feeling in fa-
vor of the measure. The Daily News,
referring to Cardinal Vaughan’s “whip,”
says: “The impudent attempt of an
Italian priest to interfere-in the decis-
ions of +he British parliament has no
parallel since Pope Pius IX. procured
the defeat of Mr. Gladstone’s Irish uni-
versity bill in 1873.” }

.The members of the house of lords
who voted in favor of the biil last even-
ing included the Prince of Wales, the
Duké of Connaught, the Duke of York,
the Duke of Fife, Lord Rosebery, Bar-
on Herschel, the Duke of Devonshire,
Lord Rothschild and others. "Their op-
ponents included two archbishops, all of
the nineteen bishops, the Duke of Argyll,
the Marquis of Salisbury, the Karl of
Cranbrooke and the Duke of Richmond.
* The Times, although it is opposed to
the deceased wife’s sister bill, admis
that thie vote is likely to bring about the
adoption of the measure. The house of
commons has. often previously passed
the bill, and i*s supperters are likely te
force the government to give the neces-
sary time to iis consideration. 1t is not
merely prospective, but applies to mar-
riages already contracted. - h

At the dinner of the Ancient and Hon-
orable Artillery Company, of Boston,
on Thursday the log of the Mayflower,
on foolscap and manuscript, with a
plain parchment cover, written by Gov.
Bradford, was submitted to the Prince
of Wales, who examined it with the
greatest of interest. T'he book was the
property of Thomsas Prince, of Harvard
ccllege, in 1703. and it now belongs to
the Bishop of Tondon's library at Kul-
ham. The reception zcccrded the An-
cients in England surpassed anything
in point of genuine hearty enthusiasm
in the history of the country. On anl
sides, from the Queen and the Prince of
Wales down to the poorest of the
masses, the hand of good fellowship has
been extended to the visitors, who, as
as stated by the prince, were not receiv-
ed as foreigners, but as brothers from
across the sea.

hinder them entirely from reaching the
ships. The admrialty announces that a
feature of the mimic war will be the
waecthing of one fleet in port by the oth-
er. The spectacle in Plymouth sound,
where the channel fleet is anchored to-
day, is the finest ever witnessed. 'L'he
vessels cover an area of nearly two
miles within range of the National Ar-
mada memorial at Plymouth house,
