This company will underthke to maintain

and operate a steam freight and passenger .

ferry between Vancouver and a point on
the 1'ne of this railway most suitable for
connection with the Canadian Pacific rall-

way, transferring freight to and from Vic- |

toria in the original cars.
This service wonld be first-class in every
particular; freight would be handlad

promptly; outgoing and incoming freight .

would be delivered at its destination in a
smuch: better condition than is now possible

sowing to the handling in making tranship-

ments. On all through freight there would
be a saving of 50 cents per ton wharfage,
both in and out, or $1 per ton, thus placing
merchants and mill owners on an equal
footing in competing with the Mainland.
Regarding passenger service, it is pro-

posed to make two rounditrips daily for '

six days per week, in approximately three
and one-half hours, between Vietoria and
Vancouver. One day each week the gervice
‘would require to be made by a relief steam-
er, which would necessarily be a slower,
service, making
one round trip on the day referred to. This
would tend to increase to some congiderable
extent local and through travel, and at a
considerable saving, as passengers so wish-

fng may make the round trip within the '

day without being put to the expense »f
remaining away from business longer than
mnecessary; also the.expense of berths is
considerable to those who make the round
ir'p freguently. Two_ mails per day are
algo a great advantage, and, as a matter of
fact, such a service would in every way
lessen the dlﬂicnlﬂes Victorla has through
force of circumstances heen compelled to
Iabor under.

The cost of malntaining and operating
#nch a service wounld be very expensive,
and although It is antlclpated that ' the

“volume of business ‘would materially in-

crease, it would take some years to make

the route self-supportlng, provided ' the pre- '

sent schedule of rates is not lncreased,
which is not contemplated

The first outlay would require a large
amount of capltal to make suitable fac'll-
ties at Vancouver and at a point on this
railway for the transferring of cars, steam
ferry, relief' steamer, additional railway
equipment, erection of su'table terminal
buildings at Victoria, inciuding station.
freight sheds,- shops, etc., by the employ-
ment of a much larger staff and also a
large expendlture on the raflway to place
4t and keep it in the necessary condition
to maintain with safety such a fast ser
vice.

In order to do this it would be necessary
for the citizens of the city of Victoria to

secure that portion of the Ind'an reserve ;
1ying to the south and west of the railway :
iine, and situate between said raillway line |

and the foreshore of Victorla harbor, con-

sisting of some 10 acres, and conveying

same to- the ra'lway ¢company for the use
of terminal. grounds, and obtain permis-
sion from the proper duthorities to allow
this company to ereet a suitable bridge
across .the harbor from said Indian reserve
ic a point at or near the onter wharf,
avhich bridge would be fitted with the most
saodern machinery, opened and closed by
an electric plant, and would not in any

atould also be necessary to have the above
properties, together with improvements
thereon, made exempt from taxation for a

Provided this is arranged, the company
will undertake the ecarrying out of the
above service, and will also convey to the
city of Victoria the present terminal
grounds of this company at Victorla, to-
gether with the bridge across the harbor,
provided such bridge and sufficient proper-
1y is made into a public thoroughfare for
wehicles and foot passengers and maintain-
ed and kept In good condition.

The service is to be inaugurated as soon
after the above arrangements are perfec-
ed as praetlcable

in submitting this proposition &nd asking
for your favorable consideration, we would
state that the first cost. of inauguration
would require the outlay of approximately
double the amount of the subsidy asked,
and in so much as the service would be
operated at a loss for some years, we con-

. gider our request Is well within the mark.

- pear to us-essential that railway communi-
cation be had, and also the only connec-
tion that will afford our merchants the
service they want, namely, to the’interior
of British Columbia, is with the Canadian
